CORE COURSE STATEMENT:


				


(Prerequisite: PSY 101)  This course develops and assesses the skills and competencies for the General Education Core requirements of demonstrating an understanding of the Behavioral Sciences and addresses the Psychology Program student learning outcomes of 1) Scientific Method and its application in the field of Psychology and 2) Cross-Cultural Psychology.








COURSE DESCRIPTION:





The focus of this course moves from defining the field of study to understanding anxiety-based disorders, personality disorders, and psychotic disorders, and examining Western standards of behavioral functioning within a multi-cultural context.  Psychological, bio-logical, environmental, and socio-cultural factors affecting the development of abnormal behavior will be examined against the backdrop of time and place. Content will include: symptoms, characteristics, behaviors, and treatment modalities; research and findings; the six best-known models (Biological, Psychodynamic, Behavioral, Cognitive, Humanistic-Existential, and Socio-Cultural); and ethical decision-making as related to diagnosis and treatment of the major mental disorders covered in class and in the DSM-IV.








LEARNER OUTCOMES:





By the completion of this course the student will:





Be familiar with and knowledgeable about the history and development of the field of      Abnormal Psychology through class lectures, course materials, assignments, experien-tials, and as presented in the required Comer course textbook and the DSM-IV.


Be able to quantifiably reflect understanding of the basic concepts and language of Abnormal Psychology through class involvement, research and presentations, case studies using the DSM-IV as a diagnostic tool, and satisfactory completion of the class quizzes and the final examination.


Demonstrate the ability to link the clinical picture, causal factors, and potential treat-ments as described in the DSM-IV multi-axial assessment.


Understand the processes by which both normal and abnormal behavior is studied, an-alyzed and interpreted, and the ethical concerns surrounding the study and treatment of abnormal behavior, as reflected through class exercises and other coursework.


Be able to perform valid and reliable research and present the findings in a scholarly manner to others, as demonstrated by conducting basic research on a selected topic, and presenting the results to class for analysis and discussion.


Be able to integrate knowledge and insights about human behavior into daily life so as


      to enrich one’s understanding of self and others, as reflected by student feedback and


      self-assessment. 


COURSE APPROACH:





A Chaminade classroom often holds individuals of different cultural and social back-grounds, learning styles and educational interests. Each partner will generate a minimum of 2 main body pages


     of research findings, analysis, and a summary argument for their ‘stance.’ The research


     sources must be clearly, completely, and appropriately cited.  Papers are due Mon.,


     Oct. 17th. Debates to be presented in class Week 11 (Oct. 31st & Nov. 2nd), so be ready.

The Research Paper must contain an Introductory paragraph, a 


     Summary or Closing statement, have page numbers, and at 3 complete references or 


     citations listed on a Works Cited Page. The works cited must contain ALL of the fol-


     lowing information: The Author’s   name, Title of the article or book being cited, the


     Publication date of the article or book, Publishing Company, specific page number(s) 


     where your references or citations appear, and the Volume or Edition, if there is one.


     BE SURE TO TURN IN ALL ASSIGNMENTS ON TIME. APA form and style is


     preferred. NOTE: Websites are NOT empirical, and will not receive credit unless all


     the information required above is included in citation.

Educate for Formation in Faith


     Catholic Universities affirm an intricate relationship between reason and faith.  As important as discursive and logical formulations and critical thinking are, they are not able to capture all that can be and ought to be learned.
