How This Course Works:

· Your course is located at http://webct.chaminade.edu. It will be available for you to log-on to on October 1, 2005. Choose “Login to my WebCT.”  Enter your login (e.g. jdoe) and enter your password (chaminade).  Please change your login as soon as possible after you log in.  The course will be listed on the left side of the screen.  If you have technical questions, contact jnakson@chaminade.edu
· You will be asked to take responsibility for your own learning by taking an active role in becoming self-directed learners. It is always important to manage your time to be successful, but this becomes crucial for an online course. Read ahead; think ahead; answer discussion questions each week with informed responses. 
· This course is organized into 10 sessions.  Participants should plan to spend approximately 4.5 hours per week online (or more, as skills, internet and time permit), exploring and examining Internet sites and related materials, responding to weekly discussion questions, and completing online assignments.  In addition, participants should plan to spend an equal amount of time offline, reading the text, researching the final project, visiting schools and reflecting about the course concepts.
· By Monday of each week I will post the following:  
1. Introduction to the topic (A short written mini-lecture)
2. Readings in the texts (also listed in the syllabus)
3. Information related to assignments due the following Sunday 
4. Links that supplement the readings (articles, videos, or summaries with important information that is helpful in understanding concepts)
· Each following Sunday, you will be responsible for posting your work due that week. We will follow this routine throughout the semester. You need to post your introduction within the first week. I will generally respond to your posts by the following Thursday at the latest. 
· This class involves more than regurgitation of facts; learning requires thoughtful analysis and synthesis of ideas. Your ability to effectively communicate your critical analysis of concepts is the major criteria for grading.
· As you can see, this is a writing intensive course.  It is important to keep up with required assignments and to turn in work that is of good quality.

Comprehensive overview of historical, philosophical, legal and sociological principles of 

education as well as an introduction to theories and basic concepts of educational psychology for effective teaching of diverse student populations in PK-12 classrooms. Course Requirements/Information:

Success in the class requires participation in the weekly group discussions online every week.  Additional requirements include (1) completion of a 10-15 page philosophy of education statement using your text and a minimum of 10 outside references; (2) timely completion and posting of answers to 7 assigned questions from readings (3) a minimum of 10 posted responses to classmate’s assigned work, and (4) creation of a min 5-7  page research paper and accompanying5-7 slide Power-point presentation on a major educational theorist or leader, using peer-reviewed journals, books, and the World Wide Web, as references.

All written course assignments must follow American Psychological Association (APA) standards (5th edition) for professional writing. Late assignments may be marked down 2 points per day up to four days (including weekends) and no late assignments will be accepted after the 8th week of class.

Assignments:

· Attendance and Participation:  I will assign you something to post (a formal response, answers to the readings, response to papers submitted, etc.) on a weekly basis. Each assignment will be listed on Monday and will be due the following Sunday by midnight Hawaii-time. Your postings will count as your attendance and participation grade. If there is an emergency and you cannot go online during the week, you must let the instructor know prior to the absence. Missed work, including postings, may NOT be made up once the week has passed so be prepared with a back-up plan if your computer crashes or you will be out of town.   You will have to respond at least twice each week!  All responses due by the Sunday of that week.
· Answers to Assigned Questions: These will be assigned from the chapter questions at the end of each chapter in the text or from your assigned readings.  Your answer should include an additional reflective statement about your personal response to the question and will be posted for your classmates to read and reflect upon.  Write one page per assigned question. (4pts)
· Posted Responses:  Posted responses to your classmates’ assigned questions and other coursework Write at least ½ page. (1pts)
· Research Paper: Write a 5-7 page research paper in APA style on a major theorist or leader in education. Includes Power-point presentation. See rubric for all required elements. Due 6th class session
· Philosophy of Education. Develop your own philosophy of education. Approximately 10-15 pages typed APA style. See rubric for all required elements Due 9th Class Session 

General Rubric for Evaluation of Assignments

1. Attendance/Participation: Full points will be awarded to those who post responses and assignments on time (4 points) and who respond to different classmates each week (1 points) and who participate with a spirit of flexibility, and positive energy.  Beyond responding on time, other factors will affect the grade.  Answers to Assigned Questions: Answers to the question related to the reading, as well as your chapter notes/concept maps should be posted by the dates stated above and are thorough in their response, include a reflective section (3 points), and are written to graduate standards of writing (1 point).  These answers MUST contain references to your text and your readings for full credit.  Posted Responses: For full points responses must be posted on time (1 point), must be at least ½ page.  They must go beyond “I liked what you said and I agree with you” to let us know why you either liked or disagreed with the writer.   1 point per day will be deducted for late submissions including weekends.
2. Research Paper: Research paper is to be written in formal academic style. Outstanding papers will be turned in on time, use correct grammar, syntax and spelling, include all factors identified in the assignment, use at least seven references, and either synthesize or analyze information, rather than providing only a simple reporting of facts.  See the full rubric below for further requirements. Two points will be deducted for each day the paper is posted late including weekends up to five days late. 
3. For full points, the accompanying Power-point presentation must include a minimum of 5-7 slides and explain the paper succinctly and clearly in a manner that parents and teachers could understand and enjoy.

4. Personal Philosophy Statement: Outstanding papers will be turned in on time, use correct grammar, syntax and spelling, include all factors identified in the assignment, use at least 10 references, and include evidence of analysis and synthesis, rather than providing only a simple reporting of facts. See the full rubric below for further requirements. Two points will be deducted for each day the paper is posted late including weekends up to five days late.
