Catalog Description: The study of the concepts of good and bad, right and wrong has a long history. This course will study the origins and legitimacy of our standards of conduct and character and will discuss modern studies that consider the compelling and unconditional overtones of ethical demands. In no way will the instructor seek to impose his own opinion on ethical issues  on the class.
Goals and Objectives:
I have designed this course to be an introduction to some of the major writers and philosophical perspectives in the history of ethics and to explore some of the seminal issues and controversies in the area of applied ethics.

Students will demonstrate:

*Knowledge of some of the seminal thoughts and contributions of Plato; Aristotle; Stoicism; Utilitarianism; Duty and Christian Ethics.

*The ability to engage in philosophical dialogue concerning both major philosophical traditions and select problems in the area of applied ethics.

*The ability to read, reflect upon, and engage in critical thinking about primary philosophical texts.

STRUCTURE OF COURSE:


Approximately half of the course will consist of lectures; half of our classes will provide opportunities for students to participate in group discussion and respond to class materials. Since dialogue is essential in the philosophical process, it will constitute an essential part of our philosophical experience together in an atmosphere of mutual respect. 
COURSE REQUIREMENTS AND GRADES:
It is expected that students be present on the days that exams are administered and that all assignments be submitted on the dates due. Students are not automatically entitled to make up exams or to other forms of extensions. It is always up to the discretion of the instructor if and when and how makeup exams or extensions are given and with what grade penalties the instructor decides. Students who are not present on the days that exams are administered must ask the instructor for permission to take a make up exam. All make up exams will be significantly more difficult than the regular exam. These exams will either be given during class time or will be administered orally by the instructor.  

Your grade will be determined as follows:
--Approximately four essay exams, each of equal weight. This includes a non-cumulative final exam given during finals week.

I encourage students to make an appointment to see me during the semester; I do not enjoy teaching a classroom of strangers.
PLEASE MAKE NOTE OF ALL OF THE FOLLOWING:

Attendance will be taken on a regular basis throughout the semester. Students who accumulate more than three (unexcused) absences will have their course grade lowered significantly (to an extent which is completely up to the discretion of the instructor). Students who are registered for the course but are not present on the first day of class will be marked absent for that day and on all days before they put in an appearance, unless they can present a compelling reason for their late arrival. The instructor shall determine, on an individual basis, what constitutes a compelling and acceptable reason.
Students must take all of the exams in order to pass the course.

Cheating:  If any student is caught cheating, or in any act of plagiarism, the student will fail the course. If any student signs in the name of another student on the attendance sheet, the student will be invited to withdraw from the course immediately or fail the course.

Students with Disabilities: Chaminade will provide assistance for any student with documented disabilities.  Any student who believes he/she may need accommodations in this class must contact Dr. Don Kopf, 735-4845 or Dr. June Yasuhara, 739-4603, at the Counseling Center (office next to Security) in order to determine if the student meets the requirements for documented disability in accordance with the Americans with Disabilities Act.  It is important to contact them as soon as possible so that accommodations are implemented in a timely fashion.

Taping/Recording: The instructor does not permit taping or otherwise recording of lectures or class materials. Exceptions may be made on an individual basis, especially for students with documented disabilities. All cell phones and electronic devices which are not medically necessary shall be kept out of public view and turned OFF.
Finals:  The University has a master schedule for all final exams. These exams take place during final exam week. It is expected that students be present for the finals. Stories of early departure dates by the students are not accepted. Students will be able to take early finals only under the most urgent of situations. These exams will cover class material not yet reviewed when the early final is given.

Readings: It is expected that students keep up with the assigned readings. In any case Readings will make up approximately 50---60% of the exams and I do not summarize or discuss readings during class time.

Toward the end of the semester the instructor occasionally exempts a handful of students from taking the final. Such students will have demonstrated consistent high quality work in their exams and will have exceptionally high attendance. The student must also be present in class on the day when the exempted students are informed of their status.
