Course Description:

Undeniably, Russia is one of the World's most ancient, interesting, and important cultures, political stories, tragedies, and triumphs.  In the year 1988, General Secretary Mikhail Gorbachev led the U.S.S.R. in celebrating 1,000 years of Russian History - - - since the events of the year 988 A.D. in Kiev.

Within ten years, the U.S.S.R. was gone as a political entity, though remnants survive militarily, economically, and culturally.  The Russian Republic, largest of the old "Soviet Socialist Republics", claimed the Security Council Seat at the United Nations, and took its place in the community of nations.

With Russian involvements in North America, (Alaska, Russian River, California, etc), and in the Pacific (Russian Forts on Kaua'i), interest in and knowledge of Russia is vital in the 21st Century World Understanding.  Neither a "dead" nor a "Dying culture," Russia today has much to be proud of as they move (however slowly) towards some form of democracy in governance.

This course will view, and sample Russia's saga from the early Slavic peoples through invasions, disasters, wars, political upheaval, and the "Soviet experiment of the 20th Century."  You will have opportunities to explore particular areas of interest as you fulfill requirements for this course.
