Course Description

PH 100 Introduction to Philosophy (3).  A study of the nature of philosophical thought and methods by examining actual examples from a selection of classical Greek, medieval Christian, and modern European philosophers. Students will develop an understanding of the ways in which western culture functions.
Learning Outcomes

Students who complete Philosophy 100 will have developed a range of skills useful in the acquisition of knowledge and analysis of thought, including the abilities to:
· recognize and use key technical terms of philosophy correctly

· understand what differentiates philosophical thinking from other kinds of thinking

· understand the issues that define the various subfields of philosophy

· understand the positions of important philosophers with respect to the course topics

· analyze the problems and implications of a given philosophical position

· develop a philosophical thesis by stating a problem clearly, reasoning from explicit premises, and considering possible objections
