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GOAL

The goal of this course is to develop competence in teaching reading at the elementary level using an integrated model which links reading to the other literacy processes of writing, listening, speaking and thinking. In order to meet this goal the following objectives have been established:

OBJECTIVES

1. Students will identify the interrelationship of the literacy processes of reading, writing, listening, speaking, and thinking and how these processes relate to and support communication in the learning environment. by encouraging self-expression, reflection and evaluation. Hawaii Teachers Standards Board HTSB  4.A, 4.B, 4.C, 4.E, 4.F, 4.G.

2. Students will engage in learning and applying different instructional approaches, materials and models to facilitate reading instruction for students’ differences in learning styles, learning development, strengths and needs. HTSB 2.D, 2.E, 3.C, 3.D, 6.G, 7.D, 8.B.

3. Students will become familiar with literature based reading programs and with using multicultural literature to enhance instruction across the curriculum.  Using multicultural literature fosters trust, respect and empathy among diverse learners. HTSB 3.B, 3.F, 6.E, 6.F, 7.C, 10.E.

4. Students will learn strategies to teach text comprehension, writing, fluency, and word analysis including phonics and phonemic awareness, and vocabulary development to enhance elementary literacy instruction.  HTSB 2.D, 2.E, 4.C, 5.A, 5.B, 5.D, 6.A, 6.B, 6.C, 6.D, 7.E, 8.B, 8.E, 8.F.

5. Students will become versed in the issues and trends in elementary reading instruction through class discussion and sharing of various instructional approaches and strategies. HTSB 5.A, 5.B, 5.D, 8.A, 5.E.   

6. Students will become acquainted with educational journals, resource books and other professional materials and media relating to elementary reading instruction. HTSB 6.I, 8.A, 9.A, 9.G.

7. Students will learn how to develop study skills and research skills to support content area instruction.  HTSB 6.H, 7.B, 7.E. 

8. Students will examine issues in reading instruction related to classroom organization, assessment and evaluation.  There will be a focus on active student involvement in the learning and assessment processes.   HTSB 6.C, 7.A, 7.F, 8.C, 8.D. 

9. Students will observe and participate in an elementary classroom during reading and language arts instruction for twenty hours during the semester.  During this experience O&P students will nurture K-6 students’ desire to learn and achieve by taking time to listen and respond to students, by developing learning experiences based on students’ interests and real life experiences, and use developmentally appropriate activities to promote student success.
