Course description:  This course explores the role of education and the teaching profession from early childhood through secondary.  Included are current issues and trends in education, historical and philosophical foundations of teaching, and requirements of Chaminade University’s teacher education program.  
Goal of the course:  Prospective teachers will have opportunities to learn more about the field of education in general and the CUH Education Division in particular.  ED 200 is designed to provide an opportunity to engage in personal exploration and discovery about the nature of teaching and what it means to be a teacher in today’s challenging world. Hands-on learning, group interaction and personal reflection will be focal points of the course.
Objectives:  In order to meet this goal, students will

1. Develop their understanding of and ability to apply various approaches to effective teaching and learning. HTSB (Hawaii Teacher Standards Board) I, IV
2. Become knowledgeable of the CUH Teacher Education Programs and requirements of each, including the Praxis exams. HTSB IX

6. Develop supportive relationships with members of the Education Learning Community and each other. HTSB II
7. Develop a realistic understanding of the challenges and rewards of the teaching profession. HTSB IX

Learning Log/Journal:  This will be done in class or as homework. Some of the ideas for topics or prompts are in the textbook, others will emerge from our work together in this course.  Use a form that allows you to continue journaling throughout your preparation for teaching.  Journal entries will be given a holistic score with 5 being the highest (criteria: minimum length of 2 pages; provides answers and/or personal opinion on the given topic; shows genuine deeper level thinking about the topic).
Tests: Objective tests (multiple choice, true/false) will be used to assess your understanding of the textbook chapters. After each test opportunities to make corrections to assure learning will be given (with points!)
Technology Assignment:  Select one sample to share with the class.  Explain how you might use this in teaching, what advantages this provides, and why you made this choice.  (Hint: start searching the Web now for ideas & fun!)

Service Learning (SL):  A major part of this class is your work in a nearby  school, Palolo Elementary, for a minimum of 15 hours.
