Course Description:

This course is an introduction to major forms of communication with activities to learn effective communication skills for two-person, small groups and public speaking situations.

Course Objectives:

3) Recognize the importance of verbal & nonverbal communication

4) Become an effective listener

5) Organize, research  and present an effective speech

6) Learn effective group discussion techniques

Class Attendance & Policies:

Due to the nature of the course, attendance is required for every class. An absence is considered “unexcused” without valid documentation and will carry a 5-point deduction.
