Course Description: 

This course is designed to illustrate the various ways that art is created and how it reflects the ideas and philosophies of various cultures, time periods and individuals. Students will be presented with the vocabulary and concepts that will improve their ability to discuss art intelligently and participate and enjoy the culture of art. Students will be taught to recognize themes in art and formulate written iconographical and formal responses.  Students will apply an understanding of art materials, principles and concepts through the production of publicly displayed art works.   This course also incorporates an introduction to Art History including cultural, political, religious, and scientific influence. The course will conclude with a brief survey of twentieth century art by which students will be taught to recognize the themes of Modernism and the strategies of its postmodern opponents.
