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TEXTBOOK:  
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CATALOG  DESCRIPTION:

An examination of significant and controversial criminal justice topics involving law enforcement agencies, primarily the police; clarifying interpreting, and identifying the role of discretion in the system. This course provides competencies to meet the program outcome to allow students to demonstrate an understanding of learning by both state and federal constitutions and laws.   

COURSE APPROACH:

Through a process of lectures and discussions students will encounter textbook materials that will advance their understanding of law enforcement. Historical perspective will allow students to recognize the factors that shaped the role of police. How acquisition of improved technology have shaped and steered law enforcement towards attaining its goal of becoming a recognized profession. How major court decisions have impacted police standards of conduct and the use of discretion. The course is designed for those planning a career as a criminal justice professional.     
LEARNING OUTCOMES: By applying yourself in this course, you can expect to demonstrate a basic understanding of the following: 
1. Students will have a basic understanding of the various federal, state and local law enforcement agencies in the United States. 
2. Students will have the ability to predict police behavior and their response to crime and other social issues.
3. Students will comprehend the ethical and moral decision-making 

process of law enforcement officers. 

4. Students will be able to identify police stressors and their 

      consequences.

5. Students will have an understanding of recruitment screening process 

      unique to criminal justice agencies.
6. Have a basic understanding of major Supreme Court decisions affecting policing today.
7. Basic understanding regarding modern principles of community policing and problem-oriented policing.

8. Understanding of Due Process; protection of life, liberty and property 

9. Basic understanding of how racial discrimination has negatively impacted police agencies.

10. Understanding that racial tension and discrimination are still prevalent in many American communities and that expansion and improvement of police community relations units and programs are essential and warranted. 

EXAMINATIONS:
There will be two examinations during the course of the semester, a mid term and a final. 
Each test will be worth 100 points.

RESEARCH PAPER:

This is a writing intensive course and each student is expected to prepare a research paper as partial fulfillment for the course.  Each paper shall contain minimally the following:

1. A cover sheet (title sheet).

2. Abstract (one paragraph summary)

3. Table of contents

4. Chapter headings including:

a. Introduction

b. Thesis (what you intent to accomplish)

c. Discussion

d. Conclusion

e. References.

i. List only those used in the writing.

ii    A minimum of seven

iii,   A minimum of three online references.

a. APA Format

b. White paper, 8.5-11

c. Double space typing

d. 12 font

e. To be submitted without folder, binder etc. A simple staple in the left hand corner will suffice.
