Laboratory Assignments and Reports 
Students are required to turn in two lab assignments and two formal lab reports for the course.  Each assignment is worth 20 points and lab report is 30 points each.  See the following pages regarding report due dates.  When there is conflict in due date between this syllabus and the lab manual, use this syllabus due dates.  Turn in your assignments and reports on time.  Late reports within 24 hours will get 50% points deducted.  No assignments or reports will be accepted after 24 hours.  
Lab Notebook:

Students are required to turn in their notebooks twice throughout the semester.  Each time is worth 30 points.  Late notebook and point deduction follow the same rules as described in the lab report section.

Quizzes and Examinations:

There will be one midterm and one final exam that weighed 100 points each.  There will also be four unannounced quizzes which are 10 points each.  Quizzes may include previous labs and the lab of that day.  The exams and quizzes can be made up only with a physician's written excuse or valid reason to be determined by the instructor.
