RATIONALE:
The goal of this course is to assist students in gaining an understanding of the principles and concepts related to artistic, musical, and movement education for elementary school teachers.  This course will focus on strategies to integrate art, music and movement in the teaching of concepts and content.  A growing body of research supports the concept that children need to be engaged visually, auditorily, and kinesthetically to enhance learning.  Art, music and movement provide important opportunities to enhance student learning in all content areas.   

OBJECTIVES:
This course will endeavor to:

· Emphasize the standards based art, music, and movement education as adopted by the DOE: HTSB Standards 1-10.

· Aid participants in the development of basic artistic skills through studio art experiences in various media and techniques: HTSB Standard 3-7.

· Enhance the aesthetic, design concepts, basic art history, and art criticism awareness of each participant: HTSB Standards 1,5,9.

· Explore the five key areas of music education as relevant to elementary grades: HTSB Standards 1-8.

· Aid participants in the development of basic music and movement skills through individual and group performances: HTSB Standards 5,6,7.

· Direct participants in providing an academic equilibrium for children by exposure to the arts: HTSB Standards  1-8.

ASSIGNMENTS

Attendance:   Attendance is mandatory and you are expected to come to class on time and stay for the duration of the period.  Please keep in mind that 5 points will be taken off for tardiness (after 15 minutes).

Chapter Summaries:
After reading the assigned chapters please submit 1 ½ to 2 pages typed, double-spaced, 12 pt. font on the following points: 1) Concepts or ideas you were most impressed by, 2) Concepts or ideas you reject, why? 3) “Muddiest point”, what needs clarification?  

Weekly assignments:  Assignments will be discussed in class.  You are expected to turn all assignments in on time; points will be taken off for late assignments.

Art & Music Reviews: Please visit the Honolulu Academy of Arts or The Contemporary Museum or the Hawaii State Art Museum.  Walk through the galleries and select one work of art, using the hand-out on art criticism as your guide, write a critical review about the work.  Visit a music or movement-based performance such as the symphony, children’s theatre, music festival, etc. using the music hand-out as your guide write a reflective piece about your experience.

Lesson plans:  Create lesson plans for art, music, or movement related to the research project you are focusing on.  Lesson plans may be taken from the Internet, books, or may be of your own creation but they must be age-appropriate and written in the correct format. You must also give your source.  If you retrieve a lesson plan from the internet you must personalize it - often times lessons taken from the internet are faulty or ineffective.  

Art & Music Presentations:  For this assignment you will select an artist or period or “ethnic” based style, and a musical style or movement based performance to research.  You will, 

1) Write a 5 page report, 2) create a lesson plan based on the research, 3) present your lesson to the class (bring your own supplies).

Mini lessons:  Select one lesson from the assigned weekly chapter and prepare to present it to the class.  Many of the lessons have an accompanying song on the text CD, or you can use a song of your own.

Course Album:  This album is a combination of the art, music, and movement activities you will be creating and learning about in class, it is to be a resource for you.  It must include a table of contents and divider tabs.
