Psychology 200 Life Span Development:

This course is a beginning developmental psychology course to introduce students to biosocial, cognitive, and psychosocial issues of the life span.  The course focuses on growth and development beginning with conception and following the unfolding life through death/dying at the end of the life cycle.  Further, this course develops and assesses the skills and competencies for the program student learning outcome of Life Span Development, and it also addresses the program student learning outcomes of 1) Scientific Method and its Application in the Field of Psychology and 2) Cross-Cultural Psychology.

Each student will be scaled for participation from 1 to 10.  Ten represents the student fully participates and does not have to called on to be an active participant.  1 represents the student does not participate at all, and when is called on obviously is not familiar with the assigned material.  Total possible participation points is 100, e.g. 1/6th of your total score.

Papers are to be written in APA format, and have one-inch margins and no larger than 12 font, double spaced and minimum of 12 pages.  The 12 pages does not include the Abstract or the works cited page.  A minimum of two external (other than the text) sources must be used to write the paper.  The sources must be valid and reliable, i.e. from a research journal with the facts noted as proved/not proved.
Chapter Presentation

Each Student will select a Chapter to Present to the class.  The chapter options will be from the cognitive and physical development from each stage of development.  I will be presenting the corresponding social and emotional development chapters.  The presentation will discuss the relevant information from the chapter selected and will identify the ten most significant points of the Chapter.
