Course Description:

The postwar period captures many of the contradictions that define American life as a whole. Even as the Allied victory in World War II secured America’s status as a superpower, this triumph ushered in the pervasive anxieties and suspicions of the Atomic Age. Wartime production made possible postwar peace and prosperity; but this placid exterior was in part predicated upon brutal repressions such as the Hollywood Blacklist and the terrorism of the Ku Klux Klan. These polarities and conflicts are nowhere more clear than in American literature of the last 50 years. English 432 offers a broad survey of US literatures, 1940-Present. With attention to writers such as Gertrude Stein, Jack Kerouac, Joseph Heller, Ralph Ellison, and Maxine Hong Kingston, we shall consider artistic responses to WWII, the Cold War, and the Vietnam War. At the same time, our discussions will encounter philosophical and cultural movements such as Modernism, Postmodernism, Feminism, and Postcolonial/Fourth World activism. Students will be asked to read in genres ranging from poetry to the graphic novel and to write in-class exams, formal essays, and weekly message-board postings.

Course Objectives:

Students who successfully complete this course will be able to demonstrate:

-- the ability to discern major literary and cultural movements of 20th century America.

-- the ability to both explicate and contextualize a given literary text.

--the ability to develop and express ideas in a clear and logical manner, using a variety of critical reading, writing, and thinking skills. 

-- the ability to incorporate secondary materials—particularly historical and literary critical scholarship-- into the reading and writing process. 

--an enhanced understanding of literature as a means of exploring self and world. 

Course Requirements and Expectations:

Students are expected to: arrive on time, complete all reading and writing assignments on the assigned dates, and to offer thoughtful contributions to class discussion. Frequent absences and/or lateness will adversely affect your grade. More than three unexcused absences will result in at least a 10% reduction of the final course grade.  
The course requirements include one formal essay, a midterm and final exam, weekly reading responses (postings), and a variety of informal writings and occasional quizzes.  In-class assignments may not be made up or turned in late.
