Course Description: Teachers need to know the basic principles of multicultural concepts and perspectives of race, gender, socioeconomic status, religion and exceptionality, and how they affect human interaction within educational paradigms. Course includes an introduction to the cultural heritage of the diverse groups comprising the current population of the Hawaiian Islands, as well as a focus on developing the knowledge, skills, and behaviors necessary to effectively teach students from these diverse cultural, ethnic, and linguistic backgrounds. Particular attention will be paid to the unique needs of students with bilingual and bicultural backgrounds along with an historical review of major developmental theorists and their views on culture and learning. Students will be required to apply their theoretical knowledge of multicultural education to practical classroom applications.   

Catalogue Description: Multicultural Education and Diversity explores issues of multiculturalism as they affect classroom and school cultures. Focus on developing sensitivity to all types of diversity for the purpose of building community at local and global levels. 
Course Goals:

By the completion of this course, students will be able to:

1. Describe their own cultural and ethnic background and identify the factors that result in their current lifestyles, attitudes and behaviors; (HTSB Standards 2, 3, 4, 9, 10)
2. Define and describe the major concepts and issues in multicultural education and diversity (HTSB Standards 1, 3, 5). 

3. Identify, discuss and analyze the impact of culture on learning, focusing especially in connecting knowledge of content areas to students’ prior experiences, personal interests and real life situations (HTSB Standards 1, 2, 3, 4, 5), 
4. Demonstrate knowledge of appropriate teaching strategies for preparing productive learning environments in a multicultural school setting, focusing especially on the use of appropriate assessment strategies (HTSB Standards 1, 2, 3, 4, 5, 7, 8, 10)


5. Demonstrate ability to create a graduate level library research project, and present the research to parents and members of the community using computer-based technology such as Power-Point by Micro-soft. (HTSB Standards 5, 6, 9, 10).

Course Requirements/Information:

Success in the class requires participation in the weekly group discussions every week.  Additional requirements include (1) completion of a 5-7 page personal identity statement; (2) timely completion of answers to 7 assigned questions from readings (3) 10 journal entries and (3) creation of a min. 10 page research paper and accompanying 7-10 slide Power-point presentation on a culture in Hawaii, using peer-reviewed journals, books, and the World Wide Web, as references.

All written course assignments must follow American Psychological Association (APA) standards (5th edition) for professional writing. No late assignments will be accepted..

Assignments:

Attendance and Participation: You will have weekly assignments and both your attendance and participation will be part of your grade. If there is an emergency and you cannot go online during the week, you must let the instructor know prior to the absence. Missed work may NOT be made up once the week has passed so be prepared with a back-up plan if your computer crashes or you will be out of town. Be prepared to discuss readings in the week that they are due.  
Personal Cultural Identity Assignment: 
This assignment is designed to support you in becoming more aware of the impact of your own family history and values on the expectations you have for yourself as a teacher and for the children you teach. An important part of this assignment is an interview with one of your elders. 
In the paper you will need to specifically include as subtopics: 
· your own cultural and ethnic background; 
· how the knowledge gained from the interview reflects on your own cultural values,
· how this knowledge is important in teaching students from different and similar backgrounds, ethnic groups, and genders. 
Due 6th class session    
Answers to Assigned Questions: These will be assigned from the chapter questions at the end of each chapter in the Banks text or from your assigned readings.  Your answer should include an additional reflective statement about your personal response to the question and will be posted for your classmates to read and reflect upon.  Write one page per assigned question.

Research paper and Power-point Presentation:  The research paper should focus on a particular culture or sub-culture. Choose a group that does or will appear in your classroom or that you wish to learn more about and is different from your own background.  In your paper be sure to include the following as SPECIFIC subtopics within your paper: 

· The history and percentage of the group in the state as well as in public school settings.

· Use of language, time and space in the group 
· Barriers to learning in the traditional American mainstream school setting.

· Traditional learning styles of the group

· Teaching styles and pedagogy that show promise in working with the group, as well as some practices that do not appear useful, especially with reference to assessment practices.

· Personal experiences with the group

Paper must be written in APA style for the title page, body and references section, including use of 12 point font, double spacing throughout, correct use of citations in the body of the paper, and correct form for the references section. Minimum of 10 pages. The power-point slide show should be prepared for a community audience of parents and other teachers. It should have a minimum of 7-10 slides. Due the 9th class session;   
Rubric for Evaluation of Assignments
1. Attendance/Participation: Full points will be awarded to those who turn in assignments on time, and who participate with enthusiasm, flexibility, and positive energy, in discussions and the various activities. 
2. Personal Identity Statement: Full points will be awarded to statements that include all factors identified in the assignment, and include transcript snippets from the elder interview to enhance the reader’s understanding of the cultural background being described. Points will be deducted for late submissions.  
3. Answers to Assigned Questions: Answers to the question related to the reading, as well as your chapter notes/concept maps should be posted by the dates stated above. Full points will be awarded to papers that are submitted on time, are thorough in their response, include a reflective section, and are written to graduate standards of writing. Points will be deducted for late submissions.
4. Case Presentations: You will be responsible for presenting two cases from The Bridging Text to your small group. For full points the presentation will include a visual and will include examples from your own experience. It will also include complete answers to the case, written in correct APA format. You should be able to lead a discussion based on the questions in each case.  There are two cases per chapter.   

5. Research Paper: Research paper is to be written in formal academic style. Full points will be awarded to papers that are turned in on time, typed, use correct APA format as described above, use correct grammar, syntax and spelling, use at least 10 references, and either synthesize or analyze information, rather than providing only a simple reporting of facts.  

For full points, accompanying Power-point presentation must include a minimum of 7-10 slides and explain the paper succinctly and clearly in a manner that parents and/or other teachers could understand and enjoy.
