Marianist Educational Values

Chaminade University is a Catholic, Marianist University.  The five characteristics of a Marianist education are:

1. Educate for Formation in Faith

Catholic Universities affirm an intricate relationship between reason and faith.  As important as discursive and logical formulations and critical thinking are, they are not able to capture all that can be and ought to be learned.  Intellectual rigor coupled with respectful humility provide a more profound preparation for both career and life.  Intellectual rigor characterizes the pursuit of all that can be learned.  Respectful humility reminds people of faith that they need to learn from those who are of other faiths and cultures, as well as from those who may have no religious faith at all.

2. Provide an Excellent Education

In the Marianist approach to education, “excellence” includes the whole person, not just the technician or rhetorician.  Marianist universities educate whole persons, developing their physical, psychological, intellectual, moral, spiritual and social qualities.  Faculty and students attend to fundamental moral attitudes, develop their personal talents and acquire skills that will help them learn all their lives.  The Marianist approach to education links theory and practice, liberal and professional education.   Our age has been deeply shaped by science and technology.  Most recently, information and educational technologies have changed the way faculty and students research and teach.  At Marianist Universities, two goals are pursued simultaneously:  an appropriate use of information technology for learning, and the enhancement of interaction between students and teachers.  As Catholic, Marianist Universities seek to embrace diverse peoples and understand diverse cultures, convinced that ultimately, when such people come together, one of the highest purposes of education is realized: a human community that respects every individual within it.

3. Educate in Family Spirit

Known for their strong sense of community, Marianists have traditionally spoken of this sense as “family spirit.”  Marianist educational experience fosters the development of a community characterized by a sense of family spirit that accepts each person with loving respect, and draws everyone in the university into the challenge of community building.  Family spirit also enables Marianist universities to challenge their students, faculty and staff to excellence and maturity, because the acceptance and love of a community gives its members the courage to risk failure and the joy of sharing success.

4. Educate for Service, Justice, and Peace

The Marianist approach to higher education is deeply committed to the common good.  The intellectual life itself is undertaken as a form of service in the interest of justice and peace, and the university curriculum is designed to connect the classroom with the wider world.  In addition, Marianist universities extend a special concern for the poor and marginalized and promote the dignity, rights and responsibilities of all people.  

5. Educate for Adaptation to Change

In the midst of rapid social and technological change, Marianist universities readily adapt and change their methods and structures so that the wisdom of their educational philosophy and spirituality may be transmitted even more fully.  “New times call for new methods,” Father Chaminade often repeated.  The Marianist university faces the future confidently, on the one hand knowing that it draws on a rich educational philosophy, and on the other fully aware for that philosophy to remain vibrant in changing times, adaptations need to be made.

Students With Disabilities

Course Description:  

This course, incorporating a 300 hour supervised school counseling internship, further develops and assesses the integrative clinical skills and competencies for the MSCP program student learning outcome of clinical instruction.  Supervised experience in developing counseling skills utilizing video tapes, role-playing, and demonstrations are provided.  Group and individualized instruction, supervision, and consultation are stressed in didactic and experiential settings.  Students will spend 300 hours of on-site supervised service at one or two sites.  Classroom activities will focus on developing counselor competencies as described in Appendix A of the MSCP Practicum Handbook, the Hawaii Teacher Standards Board School Counselor Performance Standards, and the American School Counselor Association Standards.  Overall counseling abilities in professional ethics, case conceptualization including DSM IV diagnoses, treatment planning, counseling skills, and professional conduct will be developed through class assignments and in-class presentations.

Class Meetings and Attendance
Students are expected to attend classes regularly and to be on time for class.  Since our courses are offered on accelerated semesters, a student who misses more than one (1) class has missed a substantial portion of the material presented.  In this case, the student will automatically receive a “C” for the course, requiring the student to retake the course in its entirety.  The policy on tardiness is left to the discretion of the instructor but be advised that extreme tardiness may be viewed as an absence by many instructors.  Missing one class may, at the discretion of the instructor, result in the student’s grade being lowered one letter grade.
Student Learner Outcomes: 

As a result of this course, students will demonstrate:

1.  Knowledge of professional and ethical issues in counseling in the context of school 

     settings.

2.  Knowledge and skills in conducting behavioral assessments in the context of school

     and home settings.

3.  Knowledge and skills in developing diagnoses utilizing criteria and coding from the

     DSM IV.

4.  Knowledge and skills in developing behavioral interventions and appropriate outcome

     measures in the context of school and home settings.

5.  Knowledge and skills in writing and maintaining clinic notes.

6.  Knowledge of important theoretical perspectives in counseling.

7.  Knowledge of research methodology in thinking critically about applying empirically 

     derived research results to the assessment and treatment of a student’s behavioral 

     problems in the context of school and home settings.

8.  Knowledge and skills in identifying and utilizing empirically supported assessment 

     methods and interventions in developing treatment plans in the context of school 

     and home settings.

9.  Knowledge and skills in conducting culturally appropriate assessments, formulating 

     diagnostic impressions for learning purposes, and developing treatment plans for 

     students with behavioral and/or learning problems in the context of school and home 

     settings.

10.  Knowledge of consultation theories relative to interacting with parents, faculty, 

       administrators, and other professionals in the context of a school setting. 

11.  Understanding of the Hawai`i State Department of Education’s Six General Learner

       Outcomes and the HTSB Counselor .

Student performance, relative to the above course objectives, will be assessed throughout the course through multiple methods, including individual case presentations, role-playing counseling situations, weekly journals, written initial evaluation and case notes, and site supervisor evaluation.

Course Requirements:

1.  150 direct service and 150 indirect service hours documented on the Practicum Services Log and Log Summary (Appendix L1, L2, and M1).

2.  Nine Supervision Preparation Reviews (Appendix O).

3.  Nine weekly journals reflecting on important lessons learned or significant experiences encountered during the week.

4.  Five “School Counseling Initial Evaluation” reports (or “case summaries”) (Appendix B2) and accompanying “School Counseling Case Notes” (Appendix B2) for students you have seen for a minimum of 3 occasions.  “Informed Consent” (Appendix K1) and “Release of Confidential Information” (Appendix K2 for video-taped sessions) forms must accompany these evaluations.  Each evaluation must cite at least 2 peer-reviewed journal articles (chapters from a textbook are acceptable) that have been utilized in determining appropriate assessment and/or treatment of the presenting problem.  Relevant information from the articles (or book chapters) must be incorporated into your report and summarized in written form (see class handout).  You must email the instructor the articles as allowed through the Ebsco database.  If a book chapter is cited, you must provide an APA style Reference section as an appendix to your report identifying the source of your information.

5.  Two in-class case presentations, consisting of the following components:

a.  “School Counseling Initial Evaluation” (Appendix B2);
b.  Functional Behavioral Assessment (see class handout);

c.  Treatment Plan (see class handout);
d.  “School Counseling Case Note” (Appendix B2); 

e.  Videotaped “session” demonstrating a counseling skill;

f.  “Videotape Self-Evaluation” (Appendix N);

g.  “Entry Slip” stating the rationale and reflection for your intervention;

h.  Signed Informed Consent form (Appendix K1, K2);
i.  2 journal articles (submitted via email) with separate sheet for APA style citation and 

brief explanation of how the articles provided empirical bases for assessment and/or treatment of the case.

6.  Self-rating of counseling competencies (Appendix A) pre- and post-Practicum.

7.  Other requirements set by the site and site supervisor.
