Course Description


This course is designed to provide information on the foundational concepts and skills that are needed for children to become successful readers and writers. Areas include phonological awareness, alphabetic understanding, automaticity/fluency with the code, vocabulary development, text comprehension, and motivation to read. Assessment and instructional approaches, strategies, techniques for PK-3rd grade students will be reviewed and examined. Students will write a variety of language arts lesson plans utilizing best practices.
