Course Description: 

This course is an introduction to the story of World Civilization from 1500 to the present. It surveys the social, political and economic events that have formed our world community. It traces the growth of individual nations and their effect on others on an international level.

This is an accelerated on-line class. The students have a short 6-week time span to complete the course work. A strong commitment to completing the readings and assignments is necessary to successfully complete the course of study.

Class Goals: 

· Demonstrate an understanding of the diverse people of the world and how they progressed to their standing in the world today

· Be able to discuss the effect of key events on the nations of this era

· Understand issues of today based on the histories of the nations involved

· Demonstrate an ability to analyze significant events in world history showing their importance in a changing world

· Be open to studying more about the areas of history that you have become interested in

Final Exam (50%):  The final exam will be given at Chaminade University shortly after the conclusion of the course. You will be notified of the date, time and classroom. This will be a “closed book” and “no-notes” exam. The test will consist of questions related to the subject matter of the entire course. It will be made up of multiple choice questions, identification questions and essays. 

Weekly Quiz (20%): By 6:00 p.m. each Friday a quiz will be posted covering the chapters assigned for that week. It will be made up of multiple choice, identification and essay questions. They will be posted under the “discussions” icon. The quiz will be due back to the instructor by 6:00 p.m. on the following Monday. Please send to instructor via e-mail. Late submissions will receive a one grade reduction.

Weekly Discussion Questions (20%): By 6:00 p.m. each Monday “discussion questions” will be posted for the chapters assigned that week. They will be posted under the “discussions” icon. The student will be expected to answer each question in an essay format. The student will be expected to share his/her ideas not simply quoting excerpts from the book. The essays will be due back to the instructor by 6:00 p.m. on the Friday of that week. Please send to instructor via e-mail. Late submissions will receive a one grade reduction.

Class Paper (10%):  A class paper will be assigned to give the students the opportunity to demonstrate his/her mastery of the course subject matter. The topic for this paper will be assigned the second week of the course. The information for this paper will be posted in the “discussions” icon. Please send to the instructor via e-mail. It will be due during the last week of the course period.
