Course Goals and Rationale: 

The curriculum of a school is a planned program based in part on prepared curriculum materials and planning by teachers and other professional staff members.  This course emphasizes integration of all curricular areas through development of units of study that use the sciences as their base while involving children in hands-on, concrete experiences 

to help them understand abstract concepts.  It includes (1) the broad aims of education; (2) current trends and theories in curriculum development; (3) preparing learning center 

materials; and (4) the integration of environmental, physical, biological, and social 

sciences with the arts, math and language. As this is a required Montessori course, it also 

includes a focus on Montessori’s Cosmic curriculum.

Course Requirements/Information: 
Because this course is taught in an intensive graduate format over ten weeks, success requires (1) timely completion of weekly web reviews & posting responses (2) participation in the weekly readings and posting a response   (3) response to one web review and one reading of another student  (4) creation of a 7 lesson Unit Plan  on a Hawaiian Islands topic of 

your choice, using both traditional journals, books, and the World Wide Web as references.

Response to one web review 10 points (1 point per session)

Response to one reading response  10 points (1 point per session)

Anything under 160 points is not a passing grade and the class will have to be re-taken.
Unit of Study. This is the main product that will come out of this class. The unit plan 

should focus on a particular culture, a biome, or land division, a prototype 

animal or plant of the Hawaiian Islands. Choose a topic that is, or will be, a 

topic of study in your classroom.  Be sure to include a minimum of 7 lessons, incuding their objectives, and standards met. Although the focus for this class is Hawaii, by the end of the class you should be able to take the principles of unit planning  you have learned and apply them to almost any imaginable unit of study.  

Unit of study must : be written in APA style for the title page, body and references section, including use of 12-point font, double spacing throughout and correct form for the references section.  The entire unit of study will include the following: a unit plan, a curriculum guide, and activities. Recommended dates for drafts are included with the syllabus but the only graded content will be the final product. 

Final products are due the last day of class at 5:30 PM.  
Rubric for Evaluation of Assignments 
1.   Web reviews & responses from reading. These must be posted by midnight Sunday each week to receive full points. Responses that are thorough and are written to graduate standards of writing will receive full points. 

· Focus your responses on: How will this information on the website and / or readings help me design my unit of study? 

2. Reflections of responses  Each week you will be required to reflect upon the response of another student  regarding a web review AND a reading. Each reflection will be given one point per week. Read responses from different students each week to broaden your knowledge. Reflections can be one to two paragraphs in length.
