GENERAL CONTENT AND OBJECTIVES OF THE COURSE:

       English 480 explores symbolic thought as a universal human activity on both the conscious and unconscious levels. Students will examine the role of symbolism in a wide range of cultural contexts through a study of classical, modern, and contemporary fiction and non-fiction, Particular emphasis will be placed on the role of animal imagery as a  method of advancing  abstract concepts in literature as well as politics, religion, art and architecture, education  and other cultural areas. Students will engage in reading, writing, discussion, and research. Some of the objectives we hope to accomplish include:
· acquiring an awareness of the pervasive and significant role of symbolism in daily life
· reviewing the writings of major thinkers in the field of symbology such as Jung, Freud, Eliade, Levi-Strauss, Pierce, and Bjørneboe 
· understanding  the basic vocabulary associated with symbolism and distinguishing between and among terms such as metaphor, icon, analogy, allegory, sign, and image
· introducing the basics in the field of semiotics and its relationship to symbolic representation

·   reflecting on both the shared (generally accepted) and personal (original) levels of   
            symbolic thought
·   analyzing the power of animal symbolism to convey ideological  theory
·  researching individually an aspect of animal symbolism and thoroughly explicating its use
       cross  culturally

This class is  interdisciplinary in nature, and students are encouraged to make connections with their own academic and personal interests.
REQUIREMENTS OF THE COURSE:

EN480(90) is conducted online through e-mail, WebCT platform, and Internet resources. Students must have access to  a computer connected to the Internet and to be familiar with the basics of sending and receiving e-mail and attachments, WebCT postings, and navigating the Internet. The capability to send and receive files in Microsoft Word (.doc) or WordPerfect (.wpd) format is essential. Timely submission of  responses to the instructor and other students is important. Students are  expected to participate fully in web discussion by posting   responses on the class website and are also encouraged to communicate with the instructor and others in the class on an individual basis through email.
