Course Description

The course is designed to provide a foundation for effective writing.  Emphasis will be placed on grammar and paragraph and essay organization.  The course will offer practice in writing short essays.  After successfully completing this course, the student will be prepared for English 101. 
Course Objectives

At the successful completion of this course, the student should be able 
1. To demonstrate the correct use of grammar, punctuation, word choice, mechanics, and sentence structure in a written text.
2. To demonstrate the ability to edit a text with grammar, punctuation, word choice, mechanics, and sentence structure errors.
3. To demonstrate paragraph and essay development in a written text.
-To demonstrate thesis sentences.
-To demonstrate topic sentences.
-To demonstrate clear supporting examples for thesis sentence and topic sentences.
-To demonstrate logical and clear connections between topic/thesis sentences and supporting examples. 

4. To demonstrate an organized paper.
-To demonstrate an effective introductory paragraph.
-To demonstrate an effective concluding paragraph.
-To demonstrate the use of transitions (internal/within a paragraph and external/ between paragraphs) in a written text. 
5. To demonstrate pre-writing strategies and techniques such as mapping, freewriting, and listing.
6. To identify and apply rhetorical writing techniques (narrative, descriptive, exposition/illustration).
-To demonstrate logical structure utilizing the rhetorical techniques.

Finally, the paper displays a strong command of grammar, punctuation, and sentence variation.

3-
The goal of the paper is clear, and the language and rhetorical techniques used in the paper are clear and effective for the audience provided.  In addition, the paper displays a clear, organizational structure, including an introduction, thesis, topic sentences, examples, transitions, and a conclusion.  The examples used in the essay are general and, therefore, make it difficult to analyze the logical connections between the examples and the overall development of the paper. Problems with grammar and punctuation may be present.

2-
The goal of the paper is vague and lacks a clear thesis statement.  As such, the paper may not provide a clear organizational structure.  Also, the paper has many errors in grammar and punctuation.

1-    
The essay lacks a clear goal and an organizational structure, and the grammar and punctuation errors in the essay make it difficult to read.

Final Paper OR Service Learning Option
The final paper for the course is a 10 page paper.  The paper is a written response to three essays (TBA).  Your paper will consist of 3 parts:   a description and narration of your educational history;  a summary of each of the three essays;  a written response to a series of questions that are based on the essays.  

You may also select a service learning option.  A separate packet including a waiver and the service learning reflection guideline will be handed out for this option.  Students completing the service learning option will write an essay based on their experiences with the I-REC students (inclusive recreation center) and their reading of several essays.  Ten additional hours of work outside of class will be required.
