I am retired from the U. S. Navy with 22 years and 1 day of service.  I am presently employed as a Physical Security Specialist with the Military Police Brigade – Hawaii.  I am also an Adjunct Instructor with the Criminal Justice Department at Wayland Baptist University, Honolulu Campus, Embry – Riddle Aeronautical University as well as Hawaii Pacific University.  I received his Bachelor of Science in Occupational Education with a Specialization in Criminal Justice (BSOE) from Wayland Baptist University, Honolulu Campus and completed my Master of Science in Criminal Justice Administration (MSCJA) at Chaminade University of Honolulu.

Course Objectives:


Upon completion of the course, the student will have been exposed to an overview including methods for measuring the characteristics of Juvenile Justice System.  Coverage of some history of the Juvenile Justice System and the major schools of juvenile justice are surveyed.  The student will also be exposed to types of crime and a criminological overview of the contemporary juvenile justice system.

Course Description:


Discussions of the components of the Juvenile Justice System, the processing of the juvenile through the Criminal Justice System, the rights of the juvenile, criminological theories relevant to juvenile delinquency and criminal behaviors will be explored.  Students will be required to relate theoretical subject matter with current events.

Required Textbook:


Juvenile Delinquency – The Core, 2nd ed., Larry J. Siegel and Brandon C. Welsh (2005), Thomson/Wadsworth, ISBN 0-534-62983-0.

Attendance:


Attendance is an expected and necessary requirement of this course.  It is recognized that there are times when the student will not be able to attend class but absence from class will impact the student’s grade.  The student’s participation in each class session is considered important to the learning process.  Missing class is not an excuse for not being prepared for the next class, completing reading assignments or other projects, which were assigned during the missed class.

Each student will be given 100 points for attendance.  Each absence, 10 points will be deducted.  Each tardiness (no matter how long) will be dealt with at the desecration of the instructor.


Missed examinations cannot be made up and course work will not be accepted unless turned in on the prescribed day unless the absence is for a documented emergency, documented medical reasons, documented mandatory service to the University, documented mandatory military obligations, or other acceptable reason as deemed by the instructor.  The instructor must approve any make-up examination.  Delay in contacting the instructor after a missed examination is reason to deny a make-up. 

Reading Assignment:


Reading assignments will be completed prior to class or the student will not be prepared to participate meaningfully in discussions.  The student’s grade will be adversely impacted by evidence of failure to read assignments prior to class.

Course Participation:

             All students are expected to fully participate in all aspects of the class.  Sleeping in class and lying of head on deck are reasons to deduct points from final grade.

Course Evaluation:

Students will be evaluated upon the following factors:

TO ALL CRIMINAL JUSTICE/HUMAN SERVICE/PSYCHOLOGY/SOCIOLOGY STUDENTS

Should you become employed in any division of these criminal justice/human service fields you will find yourself hearing, seeing, smelling, and otherwise utilizing all you senses while dealing with extremely offensive people and even more offensive circumstances and situations.  This career field is neither for the “faint of heart” nor the squeamish.

It is important for you to fully understand that just because we TEACH this information; it should in no way be considered to mean we ADVOCATE such a way of life.  No one is asking you to adopt these actions and/or language use for your own; just understand that it is part and parcel of the life faced by criminal justice and human service personnel and it must be dealt with in order to bring about justice and fairness to all citizens.
