Basic Conversational Hawaiian

Class Syllabus
Course Description:


The course introduces the student to the basic conversational patterns and syntax-grammar construction of the Hawaiian Language.  Emphasis is placed on the oral-aural approach.  It demands concentrated effort and application in the mastery of new sounds and speech patterns.  The language learner will have to develop a new set of habits and skills.

Course Objectives:


At the successful completion of this course, the student will:
· Be able to carry on simple conversations using descriptive sentences, two types of equational sentences, simple verb sentences, and able to negate all of these

· Understand the relationship of language to an indigenous culture

**At each level of all Hawaiian language classes, students will learn different speech patterns and not necessarily become fluent, but will develop abilities in reading, writing, and speaking using those patterns taught at the different levels and have a good “working knowledge” of the language.  Please remember, comfortableness in your communicative abilities in any language comes with effort in learning, practicing, and most of all, TIME!!!  E ho‘omanawanui.  Be patient.
