Catalogue Description:  Students will enter into discussion about and with the great theologians

and religious thinkers who have shaped our personal and social visions of religion and ultimate

meaning.  Within a context of respectful ecumenical and inter-religious dialogue, students will 

reflect on their own spiritual development and service to others in light of the challenges and 

visions of contemporary Christian theology, as they seek an answer to the question of living

a religious life in our secular world.

Goal:  to invite students into the world of contemporary theology via attention to the lives and

contributions of the great men and women who are its mind, heart and soul.  Students will be 

exposed to the creative and challenging thought of modern theologians, cutting across the whole

theological spectrum.  Students will engage these theological thinkers through assigned readings, corresponding reflection and application to real life circumstances.  This course seeks to not only survey and intellectually appreciate the world of modern theology, but even more so to challenge students with the ultimate questions and issues of God, human life and social reality. The course 
seeks to promote “knowledge through participation” – engaging the student in the broad issues
of theology in the modern and contemporary period.

Objectives:

1) to open the world of modern theology through consideration of diverse theological lives,

contexts, schools and movements, weighing the theological contributions and challenges 

of the 19th, 20th & 21st centuries

2) to foster appreciation for the universality of the theological enterprise and to consider 

the diversity of particular theological voices and positions on critical theological themes

and issues concerning both church and society 

3) to assist students in learning more about their own religious traditions and perspectives,

and to foster critical thinking concerning issues in religion and theology’s most recent past
4) to weigh the contribution of modern theologians and advocate for both their relevance  
and value to the searching individual, the believing community and the public arena 

5) to take the religious world of Chaminade with its Marianist tradition of mission and service, vision and values, and to encourage the correlation of theological study in the academy
with a praxis of a personal and social engagement that makes a difference
Requirements & Recommendations:
1) participation in the weekly on-line sessions through reading, group dialogue and  postings
2) completion of course assignments and satisfactory completion of final exam 

3) timely reading of assigned materials and others relevant to the course of study

paper three:  due before the beginning of week nine 


paper four:  due before the beginning of week twelve



paper five:  due before the beginning of week fifteen
