Overview:  This course develops and assesses the skills and competencies for the General Education Core requirement of demonstrating an understanding of the Behavioral Sciences.  In addition, this course is a prerequisite for all 200, 300, and 400 level psychology courses.  This course also addresses the Psychology Program student learning outcomes of 1) Scientific Method and its application in the field of Psychology and 2) Cross-Cultural Psychology.

Marianist Educational Values

Chaminade University is a Catholic, Marianist University.  The five characteristics of a Marianist education are:

1. Educate for Formation in Faith

Catholic Universities affirm an intricate relationship between reason and faith.  As important as discursive and logical formulations and critical thinking are, they are not able to capture all that can be and ought to be learned.  Intellectual rigor coupled with respectful humility provide a more profound preparation for both career and life.  Intellectual rigor characterizes the pursuit of all that can be learned.  Respectful humility reminds people of faith that they need to learn from those who are of other faiths and cultures, as well as from those who may have no religious faith at all.

2. Provide an Excellent Education

In the Marianist approach to education, “excellence” includes the whole person, not just the technician or rhetorician.  Marianist universities educate whole persons, developing their physical, psychological, intellectual, moral, spiritual and social qualities.  Faculty and students attend to fundamental moral attitudes, develop their personal talents and acquire skills that will help them learn all their lives.  The Marianist approach to education links theory and practice, liberal and professional education.   Our age has been deeply shaped by science and technology.  Most recently, information and educational technologies have changed the way faculty and students research and teach.  At Marianist Universities, two goals are pursued simultaneously:  an appropriate use of information technology for learning, and the enhancement of interaction between students and teachers.  As Catholic, Marianist Universities seek to embrace diverse peoples and understand diverse cultures, convinced that ultimately, when such people come together, one of the highest purposes of education is realized: a human community that respects every individual within it.

3. Educate in Family Spirit

Known for their strong sense of community, Marianists have traditionally spoken of this sense as “family spirit.”  Marianist educational experience fosters the development of a community characterized by a sense of family spirit that accepts each person with loving respect, and draws everyone in the university into the challenge of community building.  Family spirit also enables Marianist universities to challenge their students, faculty and staff to excellence and maturity, because the acceptance and love of a community gives its members the courage to risk failure and the joy of sharing success.

4. Educate for Service, Justice, and Peace

The Marianist approach to higher education is deeply committed to the common good.  The intellectual life itself is undertaken as a form of service in the interest of justice and peace, and the university curriculum is designed to connect the classroom with the wider world.  In addition, Marianist universities extend a special concern for the poor and marginalized and promote the dignity, rights and responsibilities of all people.  

5. Educate for Adaptation to Change

In the midst of rapid social and technological change, Marianist universities readily adapt and change their methods and structures so that the wisdom of their educational philosophy and spirituality may be transmitted even more fully.  “New times call for new methods,” Father Chaminade often repeated.  The Marianist university faces the future confidently, on the one hand knowing that it draws on a rich educational philosophy, and on the other fully aware for that philosophy to remain vibrant in changing times, adaptations need to be made.

Course Description:  

This course will review the major psychological theories, concepts, and research findings related to the study of human behavior.  The course provides an introduction to the biological, psychological, and social/cultural bases of behavior.  Specific areas of study include biopsychology, learning theory, memory, language and thought, motivation and emotion, development across the life span, personality, psychological disorders, treatment of psychological disorders, and social behavior.  The scientific method as a means of furthering our knowledge in the field of psychology is also emphasized.

Student Learning Outcomes: 

1.  Students will demonstrate an understanding of the use of scientific methodology for investigating important questions about human behavior.
2.  Students will demonstrate knowledge of the major theories, concepts, and research findings that represent the scientific perspective for the biological basis of human behavior.

3.  Students will demonstrate knowledge of the major theories, concepts, and research findings that represent the scientific perspective in the investigation of cognitive processes involved in human behavior.

4.  Students will demonstrate knowledge of the major theories, concepts, and research findings that represent the scientific perspective in the investigation of developmental processes involved in the study of human behavior.

5.  Students will demonstrate knowledge of the major theories, concepts, and research findings that represent the scientific perspective in the investigation of individual personality variables.

6.  Students will demonstrate knowledge of the major theories, concepts, and research findings that represent the scientific perspective for the study of psychological disorders and their treatment.

7.  Students will demonstrate knowledge of the major theories, concepts, and research findings that represent the scientific perspective for the study of social, and cultural influences on human social behavior.

8.  Students will demonstrate the ability to apply psychological knowledge toward analyzing and understanding everyday life situations.
9.  Students will demonstrate knowledge of the influences of diverse cultures on the development and expression of human behavior.
10.  Students will demonstrate critical thinking skills from a bio/psycho/social perspective in evaluating human behavior.
Course Requirements:

1.  Quizzes.  Scores from 5 of 6 quizzes are required.  The lowest score from the 6 quizzes will be dropped for each student when calculating the final grade.
2.  One short paper will be required during the semester involving the critical analysis of a relevant social issue utilizing relevant psychological theories and concepts.
3.  A research paper at least 10 pages in length, with at least 5 references from psychology journals.  Psychology related books may also be used in addition to the journal articles.  

4.  As an option to the 10-page research paper, a student may participate in a Service Learning activity for a minimum of 10 weeks during the semester and submit 10 personal journal entries with each journal entry being 1-2 pages in length.  

Grades for unexcused late submission of research papers or Service Learning journals will be reduced by a grade.

Quizzes

There will be 6 quizzes scheduled throughout the semester with the 5 highest scores counting toward each student’s grade.  The student’s lowest score among the first 5 quizzes administered will be dropped from the final quiz total.  The last quiz covering Chapters 14-15 administered during the final exam week cannot be one of the dropped quizzes in computing your final grade.   

Most questions will be related to the “Chapter Review” found at the end of each chapter.  You can also expect some test questions to include information conveyed through videos, class lectures, or class activities.  Most quizzes will consist of multiple choice items, though some quizzes may consist of short answer questions.  If you feel that the answer you chose for a test question is better than the answer keyed as correct, submit your case in writing to the instructor.

Each quiz will have two opportunities for bonus points.  The first requires the student to describe in a brief paragraph a personal event, observation, or local, national, or international event that represents an example of a concept from the study list for the quiz.  The instructor will provide the second bonus question.

If a student is excused from taking a quiz on the scheduled date (e.g., participating as team member in an athletic event), the quiz will be made up on a following date as scheduled with the instructor.  Student athletes need to submit a schedule for the season at the beginning of the semester indicating dates in which the student will miss class due to a game or match.  If a student is ill on the day of the quiz, the student must call or email the instructor of his/her absence.  

*It is the student’s responsibility to notify the instructor prior to the quiz (before the start of class) of any excused absence.  When the student returns to class, he/she is responsible for re-scheduling the quiz with the instructor.
Research Paper

The purpose of this paper is to introduce the student to the specific skills of writing a research paper involving critical thinking about important issues in psychology from a “bio/psycho/social-cultural perspective.  The students will become familiar with important databases for psychology research articles, and will increase his/her skills in comprehending, analyzing, and integrating information from multiple articles concerning a complex and important issue in psychology.  The student will learn to write in APA style, including writing an abstract, documenting sources of information in the text, and writing a reference section.  

The research paper must be 7-10 pages analyzing human behavior from a bio/psycho/social-cultural perspective.  The purpose of this paper is to provide an analysis of an individual’s behaviors (thoughts, feelings, behaviors) utilizing what we currently know about the psychology of human behavior.  You must also provide citations for at least 6 or more sources of information from Ebsco database, Sullivan Library, or other public libraries such as the Hamilton Library at University of Hawaii (e.g., articles from psychology journals, psychology books, chapters from psychology books) in a Reference section at the end of your paper.  Our course textbook, popular magazine articles, newspaper articles, and internet websites are not acceptable research sources for this assignment.  Your paper should follow the format found in The Brief Penguin Handbook (Lester Faigley) text and documentation should follow American Psychological Association (APA) style as described in the text.  An outline for this paper can be found attached to this syllabus.
Service Learning Option

Service learning involves students volunteering in a community agency or program in which the volunteer activities are directly related to the course content.  The objective is to relate the academic content with real life situations and experiences in the community in order to enhance learning beyond the classroom and campus.  Through the service learning experience, the student will learn to make connections between community work and course content.  By reflecting on their service learning experiences as they relate to course content, students will enhance their critical thinking skills, examine their values, and develop civic responsibility.

Service Learning requirements:
1.  Volunteer for the whole semester (a minimum of 10 weeks) with a schedule determined by the needs of the site (e.g., if the site needs you to be there a minimum of 1 hour per week, then that will be your requirement).  Attendance will be monitored by the site supervisor.

2.  You must submit a Service Learning Portfolio consisting of 10 personal journal entries with specific topics assigned by the instructor (see topics at the end of this syllabus).

Grading:

Grades will be assigned on the basis of the number of points accumulated during the semester.  The maximum number of points is 150.

Research Paper:  Outline

I.  Title page

II.  Abstract

III.  Introduction to topic:  State the purpose of the paper.  Describe in relevant detail the target behavior(s) for this paper, and why they have been selected.

IV.  Provide a brief summary of relevant biological, psychological, and social/cultural theories, concepts, and research to be applied in assessing the target behavior(s).


A.  Biological:  genetics, neurobiological factors, evolutionary factors, temperament

B.  Psychological:  cognitive factors (memory, language, thinking, intelligence, 

      motivation, emotion, personality, psychological disorders
C.  Social:  development (parenting, attachment), cultural factors, social factors

V.  Conduct a bio/psycho/social-cultural analysis of the target behavior(s) incorporating the relevant theories, concepts, and research into your analysis.

VI.  Conclusions:  state your conclusions about your analysis including what you have learned from this analysis. 

VII.  References

Service Learning: Portfolio topics

#1:  Describe your initial thoughts, feelings, and behaviors at your first meeting with the first person you were assigned to work with.    

What was the most significant observation about the behavior of the individual you worked with (pick one if you worked with a group) at this first meeting?

#2:  Describe an observation that represents a type of associative learning (classical conditioning or operant conditioning) you observed or implemented in your meeting.  You might describe how a person learned a specific behavior through classical conditioning or operant conditioning.  For example, a child might have learned that if he acted out in class he was rewarded by being sent to the counselor’s office, which got him out of the class assignment and escape from the teacher.

#3:  Describe an observation you made related issues of memory that you have observed in the individual.  

#4:  Focus this journal on either a specific type of problem solving or intelligence you have observed in one of the individual’s you are working with.  For intelligence, identify the type of intelligence you have observed (e.g., one of Harold Gardner’s or Robert Sternberg’s multiple types of intelligence, emotional intelligence, or the more traditional verbal or performance type of intelligence).  Also, reflect on how the individual’s background or social or economic environment may affect his problem solving ability or level of intelligence.

#5:  What are the important sources of motivation for the individual you are working with?

#6:  Relate the individual’s behaviors to developmental issues studied in class.  If you are working with children, you might describe a child’s behavior in terms of Piaget’s developmental stages.  If you are working with adolescents or adults, describe the stage in Erikson’s Stages of Psychosocial Development that the individual may be identified with and explain what you observed that leads you to believe he/she may be at that stage. 

#7:  Describe significant stressors affecting the individual you are working with, and describe how that person attempts to manage these stressors.  How effective do you think he/she is in managing these stressors?

#8:  Write about the “personality” of an individual you are working with, first by describing the person’s main characteristics of thinking, feeling, and acting.  Then pick one of the four perspectives on personality described in our text book (Psychoanalytic, Trait, Humanistic, or Social-cognitive) and describe how that perspective explains the development of the individual’s personality characteristics.

#9:  How might the culture or gender of the individual you are working with affect their behavior?   Be specific in first describing the behavior (thoughts, feelings, behaviors), then the specific effects of culture or gender on the behavior.

#10 (at least 2 pages long):  Reflect on your service learning experience.  You should reflect on how your service learning experience assisted you in relating the psychological concepts from our text to real life experiences and understanding other individual’s behaviors.  Please give specific examples.  You should also reflect on what you learned about yourself through your service learning experience.  You should also try to related specific psychological concepts to what you learned about yourself.  For example, you could discuss how your own behavior is “shaped” through “associative learning” principles by the person you are working with.  Finally, you should evaluate your service learning site, and also evaluate the whole service learning experience and whether you would recommend it to a friend, why or why not.
