Course Description:

This course is designed to introduce individuals to the principles and practices of special education evaluations as well as remediation techniques for learning problems often encountered when teaching students with exceptional needs.  Academic testing, intelligence testing,

behavior assessments, observation tools, interpretation of test results, ethical practice, and procedures for classification and record keeping will be addressed.    
Course Goal:
The goal of this course is to gain an understanding of quantitative and qualitative assessment of students referred to or enrolled in special educational programs. Topics include behavioral observation scales, standardized tests, diagnostic tests as well as cognitive and perceptual motor tests. It will also develop an understanding and appreciation of the assessment process and its impact on students with special needs.  In order to meet this goal, the following objectives have been established.

Learner Outcomes:
1.  Students will understand the process of assessment and its relationship to the Individuals with Disabilities Education Act (IDEA).  Hawaii Teacher Standards Board (HTSB) standards: 1, 3, and 8;
Council for Exceptional Children (CEC) standards: 2, 8, and 9.
2.  Students will become familiar with measures of central tendency, measures of dispersion, and the concepts of reliability and validity in assessment.  HTSB standard: 8; CEC standard: 8.

3.  Students will become familiar with educational achievement tests, diagnostic tests and informal assessment techniques.  HTSB standard: 8; CEC standard: 8.

4.  Students will learn strategies for assessing behavior and how adaptive behavior relates to measures of intelligence.  HTSB standards: 3 and 8.
CEC standards:  2, 3, and 8.
5.  Students will become versed in the issues of intelligence measurement, language measurement, perceptual-motor measurement, and early childhood assessment.  HTSB standards: 8 and 9; CEC standards: 8 and10.
6.  Students will become acquainted with educational journals, resource books, and other professional materials relating to assessment of specia1 education students including the Mental Measurements Yearbook for locating and evaluating specific tests.  HTSB standards: 5, 8, and 9;
CEC standards: 8 and 10.

7.  Students will become familiar with the issues surrounding multicultural and bilingual assessment in special education.  HTSB standards: 1, 3, and 8; CEC standards: 2, 3, 5, and 8.
8.  Students will interpret a variety of educational, social, and cognitive tests and be able to write clear, meaningful, and measurable educational objectives for students.  HTSB standards: 8 and 9;

Course Assignments:

All written course assignments must follow the American Psychological Association (APA) standards for professional writing. Students must read and edit all assignments prior to posting their comments online.

A detailed description of the course assignments follows.

1. Reading Reflections- Each week students will respond to the assigned readings from the text. Use the information from the text to formulate your ideas, reactions, and analyses of the concepts and issues. Your responses will be posted for the other students and the professor to read. You will receive from 0- 3 points weekly toward your final grade for your reading reflection essay.   Reflections are due by Tuesday of each week.

2.  Weekly Discussion- Each week students will respond to the assigned     

     discussion issue derived from the weekly readings. Use the  

     information from the weekly readings, your own ideas and personal

     experiences, other online research sources, and other texts and

     research to respond to the discussion issue. Your responses will be   

     interactive with other students in the class.  I encourage you to read    

     your classmates’ views and respond to them. You will receive from 
           0 - 3 points weekly toward your final grade for your discussion     

           response and the quality of your interactive responses to the other  

           students in the class.  Discussions are due by Thursday of each 
           week.
3. Achievement Test Report- Administer, score, interpret results for two 
     tests: a Brigance Inventory, and one other.  For each test, administer  

     the test once to familiarize yourself with the procedures, and a 
     second or subsequent time under test conditions.  For the second or 
     subsequent administration, score and interpret the results, and 
     prepare a written report to include: Results, Behavioral Observations, 
     Interpretation of Results, and Implications for Learning.  
     The Achievement Test Report is due by Friday midnight 
     Hawaii time of Week #6.
4. Research Paper- This assignment will give students the opportunity to demonstrate a thorough investigation of an area of assessment of general interest.  Choose and research one area of assessment discussed in class. Thoroughly discuss the ways in which the area assessed may interfere with or enhance educational progress, and possible implications of assessment.  The paper must be 8 – 9 pages in length.   Include 3 - 5 other references to research, readings, and/or Internet research sources other than the text used for the course. Zero to twenty-five points will be given toward the final grade for this assignment.  The research paper is due by Friday midnight Hawaii time of Week #8.

Research Paper

25- Thorough analysis of relevant literature.  Literature comprises of multiple sources (not just abstracts please).  Paper addresses the significance of the articles to overall subject of paper.  Paper develops clear connections between articles and the theoretical foundation for which the paper addresses.  Correct APA format is used and the information is well organized.  The literature and its subsequent analysis are insightful and thought-provoking and are clearly relevant to the topic.  Creativity is used.   Additional support material is added.  Clear connections between theory and practice are made.

15- APA usage is not consistent or mostly correct.  The literature is not adequately described or connections to its relevance to the topic are not clearly discernable.  Theory is used incorrectly or only somewhat correctly in practice.  Little or no creativity is used.

5- APA usage is mostly incorrect.  Articles used are not relevant to the paper’s topics. Discussion of literature is only surface discussion without any analysis.  Theory and practice do not line up.
Point values can be given in increments in between those points listed.
This syllabus can be adjusted to meet the needs of the students.
