Course Description:  A multicultural approach to studying the world's modern civilizations, it examines their political, social, economic and cultural evolutions. It focuses on modern moral and ethical dilemmas such as the colonization of peoples, world wars, genocide programs, women's rights and the ecological consequences of industrialization. Along with historical knowledge, the course emphasizes the development of reading, writing, speaking, cognitive and collaborative skills crucial to success in college and beyond.

Course goals: 

1. To have students gain a global perspective by focusing on the problems and perspectives that illustrates the interaction of politics, science, management, and culture across national borders and the confines of traditional disciplines.

2. Through lectures and readings gain a knowledge and understanding of the values and lifestyles of people throughout the world, both as a means of interpreting diverse approaches to life and professions, and for understanding students’ own customs and choices.

3. To introduce students to the major economic, political, religious, and philosophical options while encouraging students to consider ethical and moral decision in a framework of personal and social responsibility.

4. To have students use suitable modes of inquiry and their own judgment to propose solutions to complex problems.  Students should develop the ability to verify, evaluate, test, and place that knowledge in the broad context of solutions that are appropriate to their area of inquiry.

5. To have students develop the ability to give, understand, and criticize information and opinions in various forms and formats.  Ranging from a mastery of written and verbal discourse through an appreciation of the dynamics of small group interaction, mass media messages, and the impact of the latest electronic information technology.

Student Learning Objectives:

1. To be able to answer questions regarding major themes in world history.

Distinguish the unique characteristics of the world’s major civilizations in their geographic settings.


Describe global processes (e.g. agricultural and urban revolutions, emergence and 
growth of civilization, human migration, disease, ecological forces, 


imperialism, neo-imperialism, decolonization, industrialization, etc.).

Describe the interactive roles that social, religious, political, economic, scientific and technological forces have played in forming the modern world.


Manifest a sense of historical time.


Evaluate such historical theories as the “great person” in history or deterministic 

interpretations.

Discuss the historical dimensions of contemporary world affairs and issues.


Compare and contrast responses of the world’s peoples as a result of intercultural 

contacts and the diffusion of ideas, institutions and inventions.


Draw upon their knowledge of the varieties of human experiences, and their 

sympathetic understanding of cultures other than their own, to define their 


roles as citizens of the contemporary world.


Express informed judgments on the behavior of peoples and their institutions.


Analyze cause and effect relationships in history.

Discuss the major attempts to explore the ethical and fundamental questions of life posed throughout history.

COURSE REQUIREMENTS

Attendance:
The amount of material to be covered in this course is extensive, and time is very limited, therefore class attendance is essential and will be recorded.  You can call my cell-phone (voice-mail) or email me if you must miss class.   Any instructor-student meetings are not for repeating a lecture, any lecture notes missed you must obtain on your own.

* If your work schedule prevents you from attending a scheduled class, please let the instructor know, by phone or email, so that any pertinent information beyond class work can be passed on. If you must leave during the middle of class, let the instructor know before hand, DON’T JUST WALK OUT!

· If a student’s military and/or family duties interfere with their ability to attend class and complete assignments, the student can opt for an Incomplete “I” and complete the course requirements as specified by Chaminade. [Consult with your instructor and ChU/Tripler office.]

· The student can also opt for a Withdrawal “W” grade for the course with no GPA penalty, but with the possible loss of some or all of your tuition.

Class time: The primary means of disseminating information will be in lecture form.  There will also be videos and class discussions.  As time is short, chapter terms and study guides will be emailed to you.  So do check your email, both your personal account and your Chaminade account.

Class expectations: You should have read the chapters for the specific class before coming to class (consult the class schedule).  Please write down any items from your reading that you would like for me to clarify in class and let me know at the start of class.  Questions are encouraged.

Turn your pagers/cell phones OFF or to VIBRATE so the class is not interrupted by your pager or phone going off in class. If you must take a cell-phone call, go outside the class to do so. Tape-recorders are allowed to aid in note taking.  

Examinations:  There will be 2 exams, a midterm and a final. Each exam will have an objective part (i.e. multiple-choice, true/false, identification/definitions) and an essay.  The exams will be based on the text, the lectures and class discussions.  The final exam will not be cumulative with the exception of the essay part.

* If you miss an exam for other than a documented emergency, the exam cannot 
be made up.  However, an exam can be taken at another time if there is a 
scheduling conflict.  But it must be discussed in advance with the 
instructor.


** A study guide to aid in preparation for each exam will be provided prior to the 
exams.  I also encourage the formation of study groups.

Quizzes:  There will be 6 quizzes.  Quizzes will be based on terms (names, places, people) discussed in class and are primarily from your text and lectures.  Quizzes will contain 25 to 30 multiple choice and true false questions. You will be responsible for recognizing and answering questions about all terms, whether discussed in class or not. Make-up quizzes will be at the discretion of the instructor.

Paper: You are required to write ONE term paper on a topic within the time frame of this course, History 152, so from the Renaissance to the end of the 20th century. You may select any topic of your choice (biography, specific event, specific period, a movement, philosophy, religion, war) for your paper. 

You must inform the instructor of your topic by the 2nd class meeting (in writing or by email).  By the 6th class meeting you are to provide a brief written outline of your topic & thesis, including a list of at least 3 outside sources (books, essays, articles other than your textbook).  

** Failure to meet these deadlines will result in loss of 10 points per day for your paper.  (You can email the instructor to meet these deadlines.)

The paper is to be a minimum of 6 pages (1500 words) in length, a maximum of 12 pages (3000 words).  The paper can be descriptive (a report), narrative, an exposition or argument (comparison).  (Your thesis statement should explain which in your outline and paper.)  A title page is required (your name, class, title of your paper, date, and the instructor’s name) and a works cited/bibliography page both of which are NOT part of the page count.  Nor is any endnotes page part of the page count.

If using footnotes or endnotes citations be consistent in their use (at minimum provide book title, author’s name, and when published, as well as the page number for the reference).  There are several different formats for writing foot or end notes such as MLA, Chicago, etc., if you wish to use them.  You could also embed your citation within your paper, use ( ) to separate in your paper.  Do provide a works cited or bibliography page, again not part of the paper page count.

The paper is to be typed/computer generated, double-spaced, with a font of MS 14 or the Mac equivalent.  Spell check and grammar check your paper, if you have those programs.  Be aware, especially for spell check, it only corrects spelling, it doesn’t correct for the use of the wrong word!  Typos do count against you.

 ** There will be an extra sheet explaining more about the paper.
