GENERAL CONTENT OF THE COURSE:

Introduction to Expository Writing is a course in the theory and practice of non‑fiction writing. The goal of the course is to help you improve, and gain confidence in your ability to write clearly and effectively. The course also aims to develop your awareness of  writing as a means of increasing your personal, academic and professional growth. This is a course, not just in “learning to write,” but also “writing to learn” – about yourself, others,  and the diverse world beyond your experience. 

TEACHING OBJECTIVES OF THE COURSE:

During the semester you will complete 5 papers (400-600 words each), in the basic types of expository or informational writing (e.g. description, narration, comparison and contrast, cause and effect, and definition) and approximately 15 in and out-of-class journals.  Guidelines detailing format for journals and papers will be distributed separately. We will also be making regular use of a class website (http://webct.chaminade.edu) where completed journals will be posted.  Specific goals of the course include:

· Developing pre-writing strategies (e.g. generating topics and content)

· Recognizing major types of informational writing and applying appropriate techniques (e.g. description, narration, comparison and contrast)

· Organizing essays logically and effectively

· Choosing vocabulary appropriate to audience

· Retrieving, evaluating and conveying information accurately (e.g. from books, websites, personal interviews)

· Recognizing and avoiding plagiarism  through accurate documentation of sources

STUDENT LEARNING OUTCOMES:
· Producing clear expression in written Standard Edited American English (e.g. observing conventions in grammar and syntax)
· Improving peer and personal editing and revising skills

· Developing an awareness of careful observation, memory, listening and reading as essential personal resources in clear communication
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· Increasing personal confidence in the writing process
REQUIREMENTS OF THE COURSE:

Section 04 will meet Tues. and Thurs. from 9:30 a.m. to 10:20 a.m. in Henry 227. This course is heavily dependent on class work and collaboration; therefore, 

· Attendance and promptness are mandatory (students are responsible for 

making up missed work)

· Students are expected to come to class prepared with assigned work

· Out-of-class assignments should be computer-generated and printed out; in-class  writing should be completed in pen(or #2 pencil), using one side of the paper only

· As a courtesy to others, eating in class  is not permitted (except for bottled water), cell phones and pagers should be turned off or to vibrator mode (unless cleared with instructor in case of emergency).
