GENERAL CONTENT AND OBJECTIVES OF THE COURSE:
 English 201  will introduce students to major forms and works of literature (poetry, drama, short story, novel, and film), ranging from classical to contemporary. We will study works from diverse cultures and time periods, examining the  historical and cultural context as well as social and ethical issues which transcend time and place. The purpose of the course is to provide students with the skills to read and view these, and other  literature, with greater understanding and enjoyment. Our goal is to understand literature as both a personal and social expression of universal values and experience. Specific objectives include:   

· Recognizing basic structure in poetry, drama, and fiction (short stories and novel)
· Becoming familiar with major classical and contemporary authors and works

· Defining common literary terms

· Understanding figurative language

· Enhancing techniques of   library and on-line research

· Developing analytical reading and writing skills
REQUIREMENTS OF THE COURSE:


 Section 04 will meet TR 12:30 to 1:50 p.m. in Freitas 251.  Class sessions will consist of discussion; group work; viewing of plays, poets, and fiction; and announced and unannounced quizzes. Study guides, and two analysis papers (approximately 750 words each) are required. This course is based heavily on in-class work and collaboration therefore:

· Attendance and promptness are mandatory (students are responsible for

· Students are expected to come to class prepared with assigned work and to contribute to class and group discussion
