	CATALOG DESCRIPTION:
	ED 460 Introduction to Exceptional Children (3)

Examines different types of students with exceptionalities serviced by special and general education as well as other populations with special needs that are found in the general education classroom. This course will provide historical, legal and educational contexts as well as instruction strategies to meet the unique needs of these students in the general education classroom.

	1.  Students will demonstrate an understanding of the models, theories, philosophies and history that provide the basis for special education

2.  Students will demonstrate an understanding of the rights and responsibilities of parents, students, teachers, other professionals and schools as they relate to individuals with disabilities.  CEC 9, 10; HTSB 10.

Students will demonstrate an understanding of different areas of exceptionality such as:  mental retardation, speech language impairments, specific learning disabilities, and giftedness, behavior disorders, emotional disturbance, attention deficit disorder with hyperactivity, visual impairments, hearing impairments, physical disabilities and health impairments. They will understand the effects of medication on these conditions. CEC 2, 3; HTSB 3, 7.

4. Students will demonstrate an understanding of the array of services available in special education and gain an understanding of how the concept of least restrictive environment (LRE) interfaces with this array of services. They will focus on how general educators support the education of these students. CEC 9, 10; HTSB 1, 6.

5. Students will demonstrate an understanding of the issues of mainstreaming, Integration and inclusion as they relate to the delivery of special education. CEC1, 7, 10; HTSB 5,10.
6. Students will demonstrate an understanding of the effects of exceptional conditions on an individual's education and be able to adapt instruction to students’ differences in development, learning differences and styles. CEC 1, 2, 3, 4, 6, 7; HTSB 1, 2, 3.

7. Students will become familiar with multicultural and bilingual special education and the issues in this field. CEC 1, 3; HTSB 3, 9.

8. Students will use a variety of appropriate assessment strategies to enhance knowledge of learners and appropriately modified teaching and learning strategies. CEC 2, 8; HTSB 9.

UNIVERSITY POLICIES:

· Paper and presentation on Instructional Strategies (20 points)
This will consist of the latest research on ‘best practices’ and instructional strategies for students with this ‘learning difference’.  The presentation should be lively and engaging with a demonstration and write-up (3-4 pages) to be copied for all.
· Chapter quizzes/online assignments   (3)  (15 points): 

Multiple choice quizzes based on chapter readings will be given  as well as one on-line assignment.             

· Participation and reflection for special education visit (15 points):

Students will visit 2 special education settings. You will then write-up a paper comparing and contrasting your impressions specifically preconceived expectations and learning differences and similarities.  Be ready to share to the class.
