Course Requirements & Keys to Success

· Follow instructions 
· Do the work – on time -- plan 5-8 hours per week homework. Start assignments early.
· Get your CUH account squared away immediately -- username, password, e-mail

· Attend class

Using Your Own Computer

· Using your own computer is OK but entails responsibilities

· You still must be able to operate the campus computers for in-class work

· You must have Office on your computer (Including Access) If you do not have Access, you can do Access homework on campus.
· Software should be Office XP. Office 2000 is OK but be ready for major differences.

· You must be able to move files back and forth between you campus H:\ drive and your computer’s C:\ drive.

· You can use a MAC but understand extra challenges for you will emerge.
Collaboration Policy

· Teamwork is an important skill. You are encouraged to collaborate on assignments with fellow students and friends. 

· Study groups encouraged but you must turn in separate solutions. Names of collaborators should appear on submissions. No group submissions. You must reach your own understanding of the problem and do your own assignment. 

· If you have questions, ask friends, tutors, or teachers. 

· No photocopies of assignments.
· Do not, under any circumstances, copy another person's work. This is a violation of academic integrity. Serious problems result.
Classroom Computer Policy & Rules

· Computers turned off unless explicitly instructed to turn them on.

· When turned on, only do CS103 assignments 

· Don't use computers during lectures

· Computers off and ready to go at beginning of class

· NO food or drinks – period.

Reminders of University-Wide Policies

The following policies are summarized from the Student Handbook. 

1. Attendance

· Students are expected to attend all classes. 
· I must report any absence of two weeks or more to the Associate Provost and the Registrar.
