Course Objective:

The objective of this course is to introduce the student to the American Criminal Justice System.  At the conclusion of this course it is expected that the student will be able to:

· Clearly and logically describe the CJ system.

· Discuss the CJ system using technical vocabulary.

· Describe the responsibilities of the various components of the CJ system.

· Be familiar with landmark legal cases and their impact on the CJ system.

Course Description:

CJ 151 is an overview of the criminal justice system, processes and personnel.  This class will also include roles and relationships of various law enforcements agencies, courts, and corrections system.

Course Requirement:

Each student is required to read all assigned chapters and to be prepared to discuss during class participation.  All assigned chapter projects and exams are due on the due dates.  Each student will select a chapter from the text and do an oral and written presentation to the class.  Students may add articles that are related to their topic.

Attendance:

The student is awarded five (5) points class hour that is attended.  Upon three (3) absences, a deficiency notice will be sent to the registrar with the recommendation that the student withdraw from the class.  Students who miss three (3) or more classes will receive a grade of “FA – Failure due to poor attendance.”  It is recognized that there may be times when students will not be able to attend class (or full class hours).  It is the responsibility of the student to notify the instructor prior to class.  On rare occasions, exception may be made to document military necessity and/or serious family and / or personal reasons.  When illness or other reasons necessitate continued absences, the student should withdraw officially from the class.  In general, there is “no makeup” session for any missed examination and /or assignment.  Student who may have advanced knowledge that they will miss a class, exam and /or assignment, should contact the instructor immediately to make arrangements to take the examination and/or obtain the assignment.
