This is a graduate course in forensic photographic procedures.  It differs from the undergraduate FS-350/350L in that you will be expected to produce work products involving advanced procedures and you will have to “invent” techniques to fit a particular case scenario.    This course will require a rather advanced understanding of photographic theory.  We will be looking at photo microscopy, laser photography, luminescence and fluorescence photography, time lapse photography, special effects, filtration, advanced lighting techniques and research in the photographic field.
Students will have photographic assignments during the semester and will be graded on the quality and thought process involved in producing the final product.  These projects might require outside effort, which is a part of graduate school.  The students are encouraged to work together and should feel free to request my participation as you feel the need.  Students must produce their own end product however.  
I will attempt to keep Tuesdays and Thursdays open as much as possible to assist those students requiring extra help or assistance with research.  Please advise me in advance when you need actual assistance.  Advice is available at any time.

Prerequisite:  

Participants in this course must have had FS-350/350L or consent of the instructor.  Such consent will be granted only in circumstances where the student can demonstrate a very well founded knowledge of basic photography.  
Text Book:

There is no formal text book for this course.  We will be using a variety of sources which will be provided to the students as needed.  There will be class notes provided as well when appropriate.  

Objectives:

Upon completion of this course you will be able to:

1. Complete most photographic assignments you might need to address.    

2. How to conduct photographic research.

3. Design protocols for assignments for which there are none.
4. Produce demonstrative photographic exhibits for court purpose.
Assignments:

Students will have specific laboratory assignments as well as some with which they will have options as to subject matter.  
Attendance:

Attendance is mandatory and repeated absences will be reported to counseling and possible removal from the course.  You are expected to be in class on time.  Repeated tardiness will result in no credit being given for class. This is inconsiderate to your fellow students and disruptive to the class. 

You must bring your camera to class for every laboratory session unless you are instructed not to do so.  This means you must have your camera battery charged and ready for use.  

You are expected to remain for class.  Leaving the class for periods of time or leaving early will result in no credit for that class.

Cell Phones in Class:

Cell phones will be either off or on silent/vibrate in the classroom.  Telephones will not be answered in the classroom. If there is a legitimate reason for you to have your telephone on, see me prior to class.

Computers in Class:

The use of computers in this class is encouraged, provided that they are used for the class.  Doing other things on the computer such as other class work and “surfing” the internet is not acceptable.

Dress Code:

This is a laboratory course.  You must wear shoes that cover the toes.  No shoes, no entry.

If you must have a conversation with fellow students, do so outside.  Such behavior is disruptive, rude and inconsiderate.
