	CATALOG DESCRIPTION:  
	Language is the principal symbol system humans use to communicate and the major expression of thought. The goal of language arts instruction is to promote the child’s developmental nature of language and language arts instruction; the nature of the English language (structure, sounds, word meanings and form, grammar). The course will include specific methods for diagnosing and teaching children the skills for writing and reading through early literacy, and how to integrate the language arts through all curricular areas.

	PROGRAM OUTCOME:
	Through a balanced literacy approach, instruction will focus on processes involved in emergent literacy development.  Strategies based on current theories of language and literacy will be discussed and “modeled” to promote skills among students of diverse cultures, languages, gender, and children with special needs.  The major characteristics of multi-level literacy instruction and assessment techniques will be examined.

	1. Describe and incorporate into lesson planning goals and activities that support a psychologically safe and positive learning environment by taking into account the developmental nature of language instruction. (HTB # 3,4,7)

3. Demonstrate and justify citing current research, the use of a range of teaching strategies, including using manipulative materials for exploration of language; concrete models for language arts concepts; verbal strategies including explanation, inquiry, and dramatization. (HTB # 3,6,7)
