I. CATALOGUE DESCRIPTION

ED 413 Children's Literature (3 credits)
Examines the values and criteria for choosing and using literature with children at various stages of development and response, provides an in-depth look at various genres of children's literature, children's literature that addresses diversity and focuses attention on the child and teaching in a literature-based program. Student learning experiences stress the practical use of children's literature in the curriculum.

II.  RATIONALE

Students will look at and examine the value and criteria for choosing and using literature with children at various stages and ages of development and response.  The course will help to provide the student with an in-depth look at various genres of children’s literature.

III. LEARNER OUTCOMES:

1. Students will read and respond to a wide variety of books from different genres written for children from birth through high school.

V. COURSE FORMAT

Class session will include a variety of instructional methodologies including lectures, discussions, cooperative learning activities, lesson plans, written projects, and presentations.
VI. COURSE REQUIREMENTS:

Commitment:  Student commitment is very important in this course.  Points will be deducted for the late submittal of any assignment.  A zero will be given for any assignments not turned-in by the last class session.

Incomplete:  An incomplete (I) grade will be given only under emergency situations and much dialogue between the student and instructor has taken place; prior to the deadline for submitted grades to the Registrar’s Office.  Incompletes may be given if the student is unable to complete a portion of the work due to circumstances beyond his/her control.  The student and the instructor must sign the “incomplete contract.” It will specify that the work must be completed within 90 days or the incomplete will revert to the grade the student would have earned (specified on the incomplete contract).  Since the instructor is available through e-mail and can be reached be cell phone, you will be encouraged and offered assistance to complete course requirements by the end of the course.
Attendance and Participation:  Every absence or partial absence will mean that    vital course content will be missed and the ability to participate in-class activities will be diminished.  All students are highly encouraged to participate in these discussions.

Attendance is mandatory.  Therefore, there is no exception for absences.   Absences are submitted to the Registrar’s Office at the end of the course.  Each 4-hour class is worth 10-points (2-points per class hour for attendance/participation).  Example:  arriving to class 1-hour late means receiving 8-points for that class session.  Your attendance will be noted during each class period on an attendance sheet.  For partial attendance, it is 

important to check that the correct attendance is noted on the attendance sheet,      so that it is not construed as a 10-point absence.

VIII.  ADMINISTRATIVE REQUIREMENTS:

· Minor changes in wording or syntax are not sufficient to avoid changes in plagiarism.  Proper acknowledgement of the source is always mandatory.

· Paraphrasing the work of another without proper author acknowledgement.

· Submitting as one’s original work (however freely given or purchased) the original exam, research paper, manuscript, report, computer file, lesson plan, or other assignments that has not been prepared by another individual.

Classroom Deportment:  The essential points are as follows:

ASSIGNMENTS:

· Harry Wong Reflection Papers (2):         
The reflection paper will be an assignment for you to share your ideas and experiences or comments on the Harry Wong book.  The reflection paper must be typed and 1 ½ -3 pages in length.  Use APA format, 12-point font, Times New Roman, double-spaced with a cover sheet, headings, and a reference page (not included in pages required).  

· Lesson Plans (2 presented and 5 not presented) total of (7 lessons):

· Each student will have to present (2) lessons to the class.  Each of the two lessons shouldn’t be longer than 45 minutes.  

· You will use different genres of books to incorporate into your lessons.

· You will need to use the HCPS III standards into your lessons.

· Pick a grade level in which your lessons will reflect the standards for that grade level.  I encourage you to incorporate more than one standard into your lessons.

· I need to know the grade level that you’ve selected and which standards for that grade level that you’ve selected.

· You will need to create (1) lesson plan for each of the following standards:  Language Arts; Math; Science; Health/PE; Art/Music and Social Studies (2 lessons)
· There are many books to choose from however, you may want to choose books that you will be able to use for your student teaching grade level for SPED and regular education.

· For the (2) lessons that you will be presenting make it as detailed as possible so that you will be able to use it later.  

· We will be your students so please be prepared with all of the materials needed in order for you to present your lesson to the class.

· Your lesson shouldn’t be shorter than 35 minutes and no longer than 45 minutes.

· You want your lesson to last the entire class period as if you were teaching to your own class.

· Use the Chaminade lesson plan format when typing your lesson.

· Be sure to include a rubric, accommodations/modifications (you don’t need to say which disability).

· Remember that your accommodations need to ensure that your students will be successful.

You will select only one of these assignments to do.
· Write a book-Create an original book for children based on the criteria discussed in class.  You will present your binded book to the class.  You may use digital photography and other forms of technology in creating and presenting your book.  Your book should be between 10-20 pages long.  You need to include a cover page and title page with author’s name.  Please do not make an alphabet, number or color book.  Please pick a topic with a moral or lesson to be learned.  Be creative.

· Book Award Study- Use (3) of the major awards given for children’s books including the Nene Award.  Develop a presentation from (9) books which includes the award’s history, selection, criteria, past winners and your own opinions and predictions for the next winner of the selected award.  Please bring (9) samples of these books to share with the class.
