Course Description: What should we do?  What is right?  How should we live?  These are important questions to which we must all, in living our lives, find answers.  Ethics, a part of the discipline of philosophy, is the attempt to provide answers to these questions.  In this class we will learn about the ethical questions and answers which famous philosophers have formulated.  Just as importantly, we will ourselves, through discussion and writing, explore the ethical dimension of our world.  This class, in other words, is equally concerned with both the theory and the practice of ethics.
Course Objectives: (1) To teach students about ethics and to help them to figure out what is involved in living an ethical life.  (2) To empower students to read, write, speak, and listen more critically.

Course Expectations: In this class you will have read, discussing, write, and, before all else, think.


Read: You have two books: a text book and a novel.  For most weeks you will be asked to read a chapter in the text book and 30 pages in the novel.  It isn’t particularly hard reading, but I want you to read it slowly and carefully.


Discuss: The heart of this class is discussion.  Be prepared to come to class each week, to listen respectfully to others, and to contribute your ideas to our discussions.


Think: You’ll be expected to think long, deeply, and carefully about a number of issues in this class.  You’ll be expected to practice good thinking often and, as a consequence, learn to think better.

Write: You will have to do a lot of writing in this class.  Most weeks you will have two writing assignments to do.  There will be three sorts of writing assignments:

(1) Exit Passes: Each week you will have to complete a one page “exit pass.”  These exit passes ask you to summarize what was talked about in class and what you read in the textbook.  If you miss a class, you can still fill in the “textbook” and “question” portions of the exit pass and get credit.

(2) Reflection Papers: Most weeks you will be asked to read a selection from the book Tuesdays with Morrie.  You are to write a one page response to your reading each week.  You will have to do six responses in all.  These journal responses will give you the opportunity to connect philosophical issues to your own life.  For more on this see page four.
(3) Papers: You will have to write six short papers.  Unless otherwise noted, these papers should be 4-6 typed, double-spaced pages.  These papers are as follows: (DRAFT: MOST PAPER TOPICS WILL CHANGE)
a. Position paper: Pick any issue and take a stand on it.  State your belief/conclusion and then back it up with reasons.  For example: “I believe that the drinking age should be lowered to 18.  These are the reasons why I believe this….”  This paper should be only one page.  We will analyze it during class as we talk about writing.

b. Reflection paper: Who am I?  How do I want to lead my life?  Reflect long and hard about where you’re at and where you want to go.  Are you living the life that you want to live?  What could you do, now and in the future, to become the person who you dream of becoming?

c. An Exemplary Thinker Paper: Identify a great thinker.  Perhaps it is a famous scientist.  Perhaps it is a philosopher or a family member.  Maybe it isn’t even a person but it is a novel or a movie which illustrates great thinking.  Do a little research and write a short biography on this person.  The primary focus of your paper, however, should be on the person’s thinking.  Why do you say the person is a great thinker?  What sort of thinking does he or she do well?  Use examples from his or her life to illustrate and define this good thinking.
d. Good Thinking Paper: What is thinking?  What is good thinking?   Reflect upon and answer these questions.  Incorporate what you have learned in this class into this paper.

e. Course Reflection Paper: This paper will provide you with an opportunity to reflect upon this course.  For more on this assignment see the following page.

Course Reflection Paper

Philosophy concerns itself, in large part, with reflection.  The purpose of this assignment is to provide you with the opportunity to reflect upon and to think carefully about this course.  Choose one of these four options and write a 4-6 page paper on it.

Option #1: Exemplary Thinker: Part II (Reflect on others)


There are, within this class, many exemplary thinkers.  Choose one of these individuals.  Why do you say that this person is a good thinker?  Identify the good thinking moves which he/she has made.  Use examples to illustrate and support your claim.

Option #2: The Hidden Curriculum (Reflect on how you were taught)


The words which are spoken in a college course convey messages.  This is the content, or the what, of the course.  Just as surely, however, we argued that a course’s method of instruction, or the how, also conveys messages.  You are, in other words, learning not only through the words which you hear but also through the very way in which you are being taught.


Think of a course which you have taken (or are taking) and answer the following questions.  (Note: You may, but are not required to, choose this course.)

1. Briefly describe the method of instruction.  How are you taught?

2. Does this method of instruction convey a message?  If so, what is this message?  What are you learning, not from the content of the class, but from how you are instructed?

3. (Optional: Do this one only if you really want to or need more to talk about.)  Compare and contrast the methods of instruction in two courses.  Briefly describe the two methods and discuss the messages which these methods convey.

Alternative approach: You may not agree with the idea of the hidden curriculum itself.  Or you may just want to think about it further.  If so, you may answer this question instead of the above-listed ones:

Alternative Question: Do you agree that there is a hidden curriculum?  Does the method of instruction convey messages just as surely as the content of instruction?  Give reasons and examples to support your position.

Option #3: An Interesting Idea (Reflect on what you were taught)

Reflect upon the content of this course.  You have, through both our book and our classes, been exposed to a number of ideas.  Pick one of these ideas which is particularly interesting to you.  Explain what this idea is and explore it further.  What is this idea?  Why does it interest you?  Is it an important idea?  Why or why not?  What are the implications of this idea?  If it is true, how will it affect the way you think, choose, or act?

Option #4: Myself (Reflect on yourself)


Reflect upon both how you did in this course  and on how you grew.


In the first part of the paper reflect upon how you grew.  State your thesis: “From this class I grew in the following way(s) _________.”  Support your thesis; explain how you grew.  What impact did what you learned have upon you?


In the second part of the paper reflect upon how you did in this class.  State your thesis: “In this class I performed in the following manner _______.”  Consider why you performed the way in which you did.  What are the factors which influenced your performance?  Are there things which you could do to improve upon your performance in future courses?

 Reflection Journal

In this class you will read Mitch Albom’s book Tuesdays with Morrie.  I have broken the book up into six parts:


Pages 1-31

Pages 32-61

Pages 62-97

Pages 98-128

Pages 129-163

Pages 164-192
After you read each of these six parts you are to write a Reflection.  The point of this written Reflection is to help you to make connections between the book and your own life.  It is also to help you to reflect on your own life.  Who am I?  What is most important to me?  What do I want to do with my life?  These are questions which we should all think about.

Your assignment: After you read each of the six sections of Tuesdays with Morrie answer the following questions:

(1) Briefly describe what you found interesting in this section of the book.

(2) Connect what you found interesting with your own life.  Have you ever thought about what Mitch and Morrie are talking about?  Have you ever had any of these same worries or faced any of these same challenges?  Does what they say influence you to change your life in any way?

Since these will be personal reflections there will be no right or wrong answers.  You can, however, do a better or worse job of reflecting.  A good Reflection is one that really “scratches beneath the surface.”  It goes into some detail and demonstrates that you have really given the matter some thought.  So after you read find a quiet place, lean back for a little while, and really reflect upon your own life and upon what this book makes you think about.  After taking this time to think, you’ll be ready to write a good written Reflection.

You should write one Reflection for each of the six sections of the book.  So you will write six written Reflections total.  Each Reflection should be approximately one typed page in length.  

Most weeks one Reflection is due. (See Course Outline).  I hope you enjoy the book.

Grading: Why take this class?  Well, part of the reason to take this class is, to be sure, to receive a good grade.  I believe, however, that an even more important reason to take this class is to learn, laugh, and grow.  Because of this belief, I am going to grade you in an untraditional manner.  My aim is to create an environment which diverts our attention away from the product of this class (the grade) and focuses us more squarely on the process of learning which takes place within this class.

Your current grade for this class is an “A.”  Will this be your final grade for the class?  I don’t know.  I do know, however, that this class is designed to give you an opportunity to succeed.  Some people may have to work harder than others, but everyone will have the chance to earn an “A.”

You start off this class with 100 points.  Based on your effort and performance this number will shrink or grow.  How many points you end up with determines your final grade for the class.


If you finish the class with 90-100 points, you will get an A for the class.


If you finish the class with 80-89 points, you will get a B for the class.


If you finish the class with 70-79 points, you will get a C for the class.


If you finish the class with 60-69 points, you will get a D for the class.


If you finish the class with 59 points of less, you will receive an F for the class.

In order to measure your performance and effort in this class I will be evaluating your written work and your attendance.  I will add points to your score if your performance and effort exceed expectations.  I will deduct points from you score if your performance and effort fall short of expectations.  Points will be added and deducted in the following fashion:
