Catalogue Course Description:
The scope of this course will be the development of skills and techniques for a counselor to assist teachers and students in a learning context, and to: 

*Assist teachers in classroom management

*Design, implement and evaluate a school counseling and school guidance program

*Create a curriculum for a school guidance program, and
* Assess, evaluate, and interpret students’ performance on tests within a K – 12 educational context. 
Program Linking Statement:
This course develops and assesses the skills and competencies for the MSCP program school counseling emphasis student learning outcomes of:

1) Foundations of School Counseling;
2) The School Context;
3) Program Development, Assessment, Implementation and Evaluation within a School Counseling Context;
4) Counseling Theories and Skills Used Within a School Counseling Context; and
5) Consultation Relative to a School Counseling Context.

In addition, this course also addresses the MSCP core program student learning outcomes of:


1) Professional Issues and Ethics;

2) Research and Evaluation; and


3) Social and Cultural Foundations.

Course Description:
This course will explore learning theories, motivation, classroom management, assessment techniques, ethics, and review consultation models for the school counselor in an educational context. Additional issues covered in this course will include the topics of multicultural education, classroom management, special services, special education, psychological disorders in school students, school counseling interventions, team participation, and teaching techniques. 

It is imperative that students keep all syllabi from all courses taken while in the MSCP program to facilitate the application process for licensing, certification, doctorate school applications, etc.
Student Learning Outcomes:
Student will demonstrate an understanding of:

· The methods of scientific inquiry and the use of principles and theories in educational decision-making.
· The developmental sequence for cognition and language, as well as for social, emotional, and moral development, and the implications for academic performance, counseling, and consultation.
· Motivation and learning theories regarding behavior, cognition, and socialization as they apply to students in an educational context.
· Classroom management, and the implications for consultation to assure student success.
· Classroom evaluation, grading, and the interpretation of standardized tests and rating scales.
· Various educational arrangements and accommodations, and the provision of assistance in the development of modification plans to support learning.
· Modifications in counseling interventions based on cultural and linguistic diversity, and the range of counseling interventions available to students.
· Ethical and legal practices for school counselors.
· The ASCA National Model as the basis for developing an effective school counseling and guidance program.
· Basic teaching skills for school counselors by conducting a guidance class, and development of a curriculum plan for a school guidance program incorporating the Hawaii State Department of Education’s Six General Learner Outcomes.
· The ten components of the State of Hawaii School Counselor Handbook, the Ten School Counselor Performance Standards as outlined be the Hawaii Teacher Standards Board, and the Hawaii Content and Performance Standards.
· The provision of the service of consultation with teachers, parents, administrators, and community agency personnel, as well as an understanding of community resources and the process for referral.

Description of Assessments:
All assignments must be written in A.P.A. writing format.

1) Weekly Reflection Paper: The Reflection Paper is double-spaced on the topics covered in the textbook assignments for that week. It will be written using an analysis of the textbook materials with a synthesis of the student’s personal ideas and professional experiences. The writing needs to incorporate research, other contextual materials, personal insights, and applications in the field.
2) Reflection Paper Presentation: Each student will make a class presentation on a topic from the weekly textbook readings, and their Reflection Paper for that week. All students in the class will receive a copy of the presenting student’s Reflection Paper from that presentation week at the time of the individual’s presentation.
3) Midterm Exam: The Midterm Exam will be a combination of multiple choice and essay questions. The Midterm Exam will cover all the research, lectures, handouts, and textbook materials covered prior to the exam.

4) Guidance Lesson and Presentation: Students will work in pairs to develop a structured Guidance Lesson. The Guidance Lesson must include the Hawaii State Department of Education’s Six General Learner Outcomes, and representation from the Ten School Counselor Performance Standards as outlined by the HTSB. All student pairs will present their Guidance Lesson to the class. Presenters will give each member of the class and the professor a copy of their Guidance Lesson at the time of their presentation.
5) Written Plan for a Comprehensive Developmental School Counseling Program: Students will work in collaborative groups to research, develop, and design a comprehensive developmental school counseling program. The students will use the National ASCA Model for the template for their program. All students must participate equally in the project research, and in producing the final written plan.

6) Final Presentation of the Comprehensive Developmental School Counseling Program: All student groups will make a final presentation of their Written Plan for a Comprehensive Developmental School Counseling Program on the final night of class. All students are expected to participate in developing and delivering this presentation. All students in the class and the professor will be given a copy of this written plan at the time of the group’s presentation.

7) Final Exam: The Final Exam will consist of a combination of multiple choice and essay questions. The Final Exam will cover all textbook chapters, research, handouts, and lectures covered since the Midterm Exam.
Assignments are expected to be handed in to the professor on the due dates stated in the syllabus. No assignments will be accepted after the due dates unless the student has a documented reason for the delay, and the professor has previously given an exception for the due date. Any late or missing assignments will be given a zero for the total points of the assignment. All readings MUST be done prior to the class meeting.
