· Quizzes--All quizzes are multiple choice and open book but you will need to be familiar with the material before you take the test because there is a forty minute time limit. 

· Papers—The paper topic may be chosen by the student, but the paper must be on a subject within the scope of the class—world civilizations to 1700.  You must have your paper topic approved by the instructor.  (This is for the student’s benefit—nearly all topics are approved.)  The paper must have at least two sources, of which two must be a book or scholarly article.   You may use internet sources, but they will not count towards the two.  If you have never written a college level paper, and do not know how to properly cite sources, etc. you are strongly encouraged to ask the professor for guidance.    Please see bottom of syllabus for more information.  Students found to have committed plagiarism (or cheating in other ways) will be given a zero on the paper and could be subject to further disciplinary action.

· Discussions—Each Monday there will be discussion questions posted.  You must post two substantive responses to the questions or the comments of your classmates.   “I agree” or “Yes” does not qualify as a substantive response.  You will be graded on the quality of your response, so content is important.  Your postings should be approximately 40-60 words.  Please be respectful to your classmates at all times—inappropriate, mean or disrespectful comments will not be tolerated.  Instructor will monitor the discussions and provide feedback and guidance when needed.
