Objectives:


To develop the skill of wheel throwing for creative fine arts expression.



            To broaden the understanding of ceramics art and the technical knowledge.


To experiment with personal form and design using wheel-thrown objects.

To perform effectively, responsibly and helpfully in a classroom environment.


To connect diverse value of life and culture with fine arts design concept.


To be a leading role in critique classes to promote the mutual appreciation.

This course challenges students not to be bound by the nature of the wheel-throwing and advance in analytical and creative skills in creating and interpreting the fruit of the projects.

Oral requirement:


Project ideas, work experience, technical information, critical thoughts, etc. must be explained at each project critique class. Plus/minus points maybe applied depending the quality of presentation. Be a leading role in stimulating the discussion during critique.
Project requirement:


4 projects (15 works) must be completed during the semester. Working toward creative solution is highly valued instead of just developing the throwing skill. The following three Focal Points must be satisfied.

A. Traditional values: includes technical excellence, historical/cultural elements, 

practical efficiency, elegance of design, degree of technical difficulty, etc.

B. Personal values: includes creative originality, unique thinking, meaningful values, particular research focus, etc.

C. Humanity concern and global health messages.

Vase/bottle forms for throwing focus. Develop personal and creative solutions.

Thrown-to-fit lidded forms and creative sculptures.
