CATALOG DESCRIPTION

A composition course on the writing process including narration, comparison/contrast, analysis, cause/effect, and exposition. This course offers instruction and practice in writing, editing, and revising essays, as well as instruction in the basics of organization and clear expression and the use of Standard Edited American English. This course stresses the unity, development, organization, coherence, and other basic writing skills necessary for college writing.

STUDENT LEARNING OUTCOMES

In order to successfully complete the writing program a student must demonstrate the following competencies:

A. To demonstrate paragraph and essay development in a written text.

1. To demonstrate thesis sentences.

2. To demonstrate topic sentences.

3. To demonstrate supporting examples to support the thesis.

4. To demonstrate logical and clear connections between topic/thesis sentences and supporting examples. 

B. To demonstrate organizational development in a written text.

1. To demonstrate an effective introductory paragraph. 

2. To demonstrate an effective concluding paragraph.

3. To demonstrate the use of transitions (internal/within a paragraph and external/ between paragraphs) in a written text. 

C. To demonstrate the ability to edit a text with grammar, punctuation, word choice, mechanics, and sentence structure errors.

Students should come to class prepared to use and to demonstrate the following abilities in order to succeed in this class:

1. An ability to work independently in order to accomplish specific tasks, i.e., homework, research, writing, etc.
2. An ability to successfully manage time in order to complete all tasks

3. An ability to follow directions

4. An ability to ask questions in order to clear up misunderstandings, clarify directions, or seek assistance on papers (if needed)

5. An understanding that writing is a process that takes time in order to produce excellent work.

6. An understanding of the importance and necessity of multiple proofreading and revision techniques.

COURSE TASKS

1. Attend all scheduled classes.

2. Complete all assigned readings on time.

3. Utilize library resources for scholarly credibility as necessary.

4. Complete all drafts and final writing assignments on time.

5. Take the initiative to ask the instructor relevant questions both inside and outside of class.

6. Contribute to class discussions including peer reviews.

Discussion Board Postings - 90 points (90%)

In order to become great writers, practice is required. To that end, we will be employing the use of discussion board postings in this class. Two discussion board postings per week will be required, one of which must be from one of the topics chosen in class. A discussion board posting shall consist of no less than 250 words with a word count indicated at the end of the posting. There should be no concern for grammar, punctuation, or paragraphs as the purpose of these entries is to provide you with practice writing and debating with your fellow classmates. The most important part of an entry is the content. If you choose to respond to another student’s posting, you must be respectful when responding. There is no tolerance for name-calling, degradation, or any other form of slander against another student. In other words, attack the issue or argument, not the person. For each additional 250-word entry, you will receive three points extra credit (up to 15 points maximum).

Portfolio - 300 points (30%)

The idea behind the portfolio is to allow you, the writer, to view the progress that you have made in your writing over the course of this semester, to refine the work that you have previously submitted, and to present your "best foot forward" for your work. A reflection paper (500 word minimum) on what you learned from the first paper to the last is a required part of this grade and will be worth 20% of the Portfolio grade.  Each portfolio must contain two of the four major assignments, six of the twelve minor assignments, three informal assignments (i.e., discussion board postings, in-class freewrites, informal writing assignments, or answers to the Cause and Effect questions), and the reflection paper.
HOMEWORK/EXERCISES/QUIZZES - 100 points (10%) 

As indicated in the week-by-week outline, online (or take-home) "quizzes" will be required to be completed each week. It will be based upon the information gleaned from A Writer's Reference chapters and from information discussed in class. Since there is generally more than one chapter covered, the quiz scores will be averaged together for a total of ten points assessed for each of the ten quizzes. Option:  If you score a 85% or better on the diagnostic test found on the Exercise Central website, www.bedfordstmartins.com/exercisecentral (you must answer all of the questions!), you can opt to use the score on all of your quizzes. For example, if you scored a 92% on the diagnostic, I will substitute 9.2 points for each quiz for the entire semester (9.2/100 points), and you will not need to take any quizzes for the semester. This only applies if you scored an 85% or better!  Be certain to print out the results of the diagnostic test and turn it in to get credit. This option must be exercised by no later than September 10 in order to count.
Attendance - 40 points (4%)

It is each student’s responsibility to be in class and on time as much as humanly possible. Students are not allowed to sign in for a class meeting unless they are present for the entire instructional period or unless they have the instructor’s permission at least 24 hours before the class meeting. All students are requested not to forget that this applies to everyone. One point will be added to your points for each class attended. If you fall asleep, text message, or are otherwise inattentive, you will lose that point. Unless you are able to provide written documentation as to why you were not in class (an excused absence, i.e., doctor's/employer’s note), your absence will be considered unexcused. Three unexcused absences will result in a one-letter reduction in your grade. Since this is a class utilizing discussion as one of its methods of teaching, you cannot expect to learn something unless you are sitting in the classroom discussing the material. You are responsible for all missed assignments. 

Tardiness in any way, shape, or form is not tolerated.  You are expected to be at your job on time.  This is your job.  Your job is to be in the class before the time to start class has been reached.  Being tardy two times will be considered an unexcused absence. 

Writing/VISUAL RHETORIC Assignments – 295 points (29.5%) 

Assignments are described below. Drafts (two per paper) and peer reviews are mandatory and are worth points. If you do not attend a peer review session, you will be docked two unexcused absences. Be present at these peer reviews!  Good writing takes time and multiple revisions. By providing you with an opportunity to hand in a draft early in the process, you will be able to easily complete the assignment. This method not only helps you to understand the process it takes to turn in a good paper, it also provides you with ample time to complete and revise the assignment. All papers and all drafts are to be turned in through the discussion board under "Papers, Papers, Papers!"  Each final paper that you are turning in for a grade must be submitted through the discussion board under the link marked "Assignments." The paper is due on the date indicated. Unless you are dead or in a documented coma, there will be NO EXCEPTIONS. 
Basic Guidelines for ALL Assignments:  

Place your name in the top left corner of the first page as noted. 
Post your own paper and read postings from the members of this class on the discussion board. Post constructive comments to at least two papers. (Additional comments on additional peer papers will garner extra credit points.)  Comments should include the following: A general statement that you would write after your first quick reading, a specific statement covering what you particularly like and what you see as problematic, then finally, a question that you feel will help the writer along. After reading comments from your classmates to your own essay, incorporate new material developed in response to the comments from your readers. Reminder:  ALL PAPERS ARE DUE ON THE DATE INDICATED, UPLOADED UNDER "ASSIGNMENTS"!  NO EXCEPTIONS!  I will not hunt for your paper. Upload it where you are told to or sustain your own consequences for not following directions!
MAJOR ASSIGNMENTS/PAPERS – 25 points each

Assignment #1 – Narration - Word count:  1200 words minimum – Due Date:  9/14


Spend a morning at a bus stop, airport, shopping mall, beach, campus center, or other busy intersection of human activity. Write a personal narrative about the experience. Be sure to describe the physical place and tell what you saw and heard and did there. If possible, use the events and sounds you write about to capture a slice of the social or political life of your town, city, or region.


Purpose:  The purpose of this assignment is to increase your observational skills.  All professions require that you take note of your surroundings and adapt to them.  Many careers require that you take observational notes in meetings or on the job site.  This exercise will help you to convey to others what you have observed/noticed.  If you are going into any career dealing with the sciences, this paper is invaluable.  Good scientists observe, take notes, and synthesize the information they have learned.  
Assignment #2 – Compare/Contrast - Word Count: 1200 words minimum – Due Date:  10/5

We will be viewing Star Trek (Original Series) "The Naked Time" and comparing this episode with Star Trek:  The Next Generation "The Naked Now."  How you compare and contrast these episodes will be up to you, but it should be based upon the methodologies discussed in class.

Purpose:  The purpose of this assignment is to explore how the media changes through time to reflect the society in which it exists.  By examining two episodes of Star Trek that have been filmed (and aired) approximately 20 years apart, you will notice that portrayals of certain groups (or types) of people have changed (or remained stagnant).  
Assignment #3 – Analysis – Word Count: 1200 words minimum – Due Date:  10/26

Using the lyrics of a song of your choice, and using the analytical skills we have been working on up to this point in class, analyze the lyrics from one song..


Purpose:  Analysis of various texts is crucial through much of your college career and beyond.  Does the author's claims have validity?  What are the explicit (surface) and implicit (hidden) meanings behind what the author has to say?  By examining a piece of popular culture (music), you will come to understand the difference between an implicit message and an explicit message. This essay also requires that you listen carefully to the sounds of the song to determine what techniques the artist used to get his/her message across to the listener.  In the real world, messages are not always "in your face."  So it goes with music, too.  Oftentimes, a song is not just a snappy, memorable tune.  The lyrics and the song join together in order to punctuate a specific message.  By sorting through these modalities, you can discern what "real" message behind the outward appearance exists.
Assignment #4 – Cause/Effect – Word Count:  1200 words minimum – Due Date:  11/16

You must use a minimum of three printed references for this assignment. A Works Cited page must be attached to your final paper. All citations must be in MLA format. 

Using the "Parade" article I will supply to you, choose to discuss the effects of one of the world's top ten worst dictators upon society. You will be required to answer ten specific questions (one per week) found on the Q & A sheet I supply to you and turn the answers in through the discussion board.  The end result is that by the time your paper is due, most of your essay will be drafted.  That will then free you up to refine and craft your essay.  
Purpose:  This paper demonstrates clearly that one person's actions can (and often do) have repercussions further down the line.  This is not a biography paper; rather, this paper seeks to explore the multiple effects that one person can have upon society.  This paper will also provide you with an Introduction to various modes of research and to MLA citation, both of which you will be fully exploring in EN102. 
MINOR ASSIGNMENTS – 10 points each – Word Count:  500 words minimum


From each of the twelve chapters of America Now, choose one article to read and one "thinking critically" question to answer.  Ideally, you should read each of the articles and choose one question that appeals most to you.  In other words, don't just read the first article you come to and answer the first question.  Put thought into this so that the paper is easier to write.  You might start by examining each of the questions, discovering which question you can easily identify with, then reading the article to see if your ideas are aligned with or against the author's position, and then writing a response to the article.  Important:  You do not need to agree with the author to answer the question!  This can be a wonderful opportunity to practice writing an argument against something an author has to say.  Since these are very low stakes papers, feel free to explore the side less taken.  Due dates are noted below.  Final papers must be posted online.

VISUAL RHETORIC ASSIGNMENTS
Assignment #1 – 20 points

Identi-kit (Size:  one 8-1/2" x 11" visual depiction of the self) - Due Date:  9/24

Using the prompts below, find visual representations of yourself and put these together in a visual representation of you.  You may use magazine cut-outs, drawings, or any other visual modality in order to create this Identi-Kit. This is not to be a complete self portrait, but rather you should focus on one aspect of your identity.  Post all images on one piece of 8-1/2" x 11" (no bigger!) card stock or posterboard.  You may also choose to be creative with the shape of your identi-kit.  Do not make "scrapbooks" of multiple pages. Title your final identi-kit.  These prompts will help to give definition and purpose to your Identi-Kit.

Questions/Prompts to help you construct your Identi-Kit:  

1. List 10 adjectives your closest friends would use to describe you
2. List six items that you almost never leave the house without
3. List five activities that you love
4. List at least 15 different identity labels that currently apply to you (i.e., sister, brother, parent, student, fan of "x" tv show, etc.)
5. Use a copy of a picture of your face (and body).  This should be the central focus/theme around which all other parts are formed.
Post on the discussion board the answers to the following questions:

1. Why did you choose these particular symbols or details to construct your identi-kit?  How do the items included in your identi-kit represent particular cultural values or messages?  How do they help others to identify or label you?  

2. How do these cultural markers, taken together, form an image of your identity for other people?

3. To what extent is identity something that we perform or "put on" and "take off"?

4. If you had to choose a song to accompany this image of yourself, what song would you choose and why?

Purpose:  The purpose of this assignment is to acknowledge and determine who you are, what you identify with, and how you portray your personal identity to the world around you.  It also gives you an opportunity to experiment with the use of visual rhetoric to convey a story without words that is all about "you."  Although this visual piece is not due until 9/28, you should begin thinking about it and constructing it as soon as is reasonably possible to avoid scrambling at the last minute to find construction items that may not be readily available.
Assignment #2 – 30 points - Photo Essay – Due Date:  11/2

You have heard the phrase that a picture is worth a thousand words.  Here is your opportunity to demonstrate just that.  Taking the knowledge of visual rhetoric that you have gleaned from your Identi-kit and through the class thus far, produce a photo essay of no less than six images to portray a story of yourself within a community. Your photo essay should tell a story and be a representation of your role within a larger community.  Your community can be a school community (for example, this class would be considered a community), a faith-based community, a family community, a work-related community, or some other type of group to which you belong.  Keep your community tightly focused.  For example, do not use the State of Hawaii as your community.  You must make explicit your role within that community through the images you portray.  Aim to represent the values of your community either through the text or an image.

Telling a story only through images is difficult and takes time, so you will probably need to begin taking pictures right away in order to sift through them and organize them into a coherent piece by the time this assignment is due. (You will probably need to start with approximately 20 pictures in order to get six good representations.  Leave enough time to get more images if your original set does not work out as you had hoped.  You can use pictures taken by others; however, you may not use more than three images taken by other people, and you must give the photographer credit.)  Photo essays typically do not rely on lots of words to make their point, so your point will need to be made with photographic images, using language only as a means to emphasize certain points or to make sense of some sort of problem you are trying to convey.  

Writing concisely is extremely important.  Your pictures should do the talking.  How you construct your essay is up to you.  Like a written essay, it should follow a concrete organizational pattern.  Unlike a written essay, the pictures will do the volume of the "talking," so it is important to insure that they follow a logical sequence.  Be certain to title your photo essay.

Purpose: Knowing the difference between the written and visualized "word" is an important part of presentations.  No doubt throughout whatever career you happen to be going into you will discover that a presentation is required.  While speech class will help you to create an effective speech, if that speech is accompanied with a PowerPoint presentation (or other visual aid), your speech will be more effective.  This project will help you to gain knowledge on telling a story without the aid of many words.

Service Learning Project – Due Date:  11/5

Up to 200 points - Contracted: Working with a non-profit organization of your choice, investigate and write about this service community. You will need to prepare and turn in ethnographic field notes (minimum four), life-writing journal reflections (minimum four) based upon your experiences with this organization, and interviews with the leaders or other volunteers of that organization (minimum two). You must also turn in a verification of time and appropriate paperwork that may be found through the Chaminade Service Learning Office in Henry Hall or downloaded off of the Chaminade University website. Without the verification of time and supervisor's evaluation, you may not receive credit for your project. 

Your proposal is due Friday, September 7, and must contain the following: A.  What organization you plan on working with and its mission, B.  What you plan on doing for that organization, the number of days you plan on visiting, the number of hours you plan on volunteering, C.  Where the organization is located, D.  Why you chose this organization, E.  How many field notes you plan on submitting (objective observations), F.  How many life-writing notes you plan on submitting (subjective observations), G.  How many interviews you plan on conducting (and with whom, if known), and H.  How many words will be in your reflection paper.
Once I have approved the proposal, you may begin the project. I suggest that you begin this project as early in the semester as possible, especially considering that your final project is due on Monday, November 5. Note what is required for the minimum (a "C" grade) and adjust your contract appropriately. Provided everything is in order and completed as per your approved contract with me, you will receive the appropriate number of points contracted for. There is a 20-point spread for each letter grade, so be certain to contract (and perform) wisely.
LEARNING RESOURCES

Students are expected to obtain and to bring with them to each class meeting the following books:  A Writer's Reference, 7th Ed. by Diana Hacker, Portfolio Keeping by Nedra Reynolds and Rich Rice, and America Now, 7th Ed. By Robert Atwan. Additionally, students will be required to have access to the Internet in order to fully participate in the Discussion Board and to post papers. Although you are not required to own a computer, access to both a computer and the Internet is a "must" for this class.

Additional Information 
A "UNIVERSITY PERFORMANCE" STANDARD - Students are expected to make a very serious academic commitment to their success in their course. This is demonstrated by maintaining the syllabus schedule as a minimum, or working ahead of it with respect to all readings and by submitting all papers on time as indicated above without fail. It is always strongly recommended that students work slightly ahead of the syllabus whenever possible to compensate for the unexpected.

PLAGIARISM POLICY – Chaminade University of Honolulu defines plagiarism as follows:  

Plagiarism is the offering of work of another as one's own. Plagiarism is a serious offense and may include, but is not limited to, the following:  

1. Complete or partial copying directly from a published or unpublished source without proper acknowledgement to the author. Minor changes in wording or syntax are not sufficient to avoid charges of plagiarism. Proper acknowledgement of the source of a text is always mandatory.

2. Paraphrasing the work of another without proper author acknowledgement.

3. Submitting as one's own original work (however freely given or purchased) the original exam, research paper, manuscript, report, computer file, or other assignment that has been prepared by another individual. (Student Handbook 49)

If you are caught plagiarizing in any manner that even remotely resembles the Chaminade University policy, you will be dealt with severely. This could include punishment from a zero on the assignment to an expulsion from the class or university. If plagiarism is suspected, the student will be expected to conference with me, producing every single piece of documentation used in the assignment, and to orally defend their paper. If concern is still raised, or if the student requests independent assessment, then the student shall be expected to appear before a panel of three professors (one of whom shall be this professor) with all evidence of documented sources and orally defend his/her paper. In short, don't do it. 

INCOMPLETE:  An Incomplete is not automatically given. An Incomplete is only considered when less than 20% of all coursework is left to complete and only under extreme circumstances. In short, don't expect it.
