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COURSE DESCRIPTION
Universal Design focuses on personal independence and equity of use of both the built environment and products for daily living. This course investigates design challenges which address ADA requirements in commercial design, aging in place in residential, retirement community and long-term care design, effectiveness of evidence based design in healthcare design and wayfinding as a universal design concept for all environments. An appreciation for and sensitivity toward person’s with varying abilities will be explored through videos, site visits, interviews, projects and student experimentation with mobility, vision and hearing disability role playing. Appropriate use of finish materials for various interior environments will also be reviewed.  Projects may include residential, commercial and/or product design.

Prerequisites: ID 201, ID 202, ID 230 and ID 321
LEARNING OUTCOMES
In a culture based on freedom and equality, ID 317 is designed to explore and implement the concepts of UNIVERSAL and BARRIER-FREE DESIGN, making a positive contribution to society’s quality of life issues. To effectively implement knowledge gained in this course, students must also apply basic skills acquired in Fundamentals of Interior Design, Programming & Space Planning, Materials & Components and Drafting and/or AutoCad.

· Gain and apply accurate terminology relating to Universal and Barrier-Free design.

· Awareness and sensitivity to differences in abilities to independently function in the built environment.

· Understand and apply ADA standards for accessibility in public use environments.

· Analyze existing spaces (and working drawings) for universal/accessible use.

· Research and specify appropriate interior finish materials to meet or exceed standards for universal/accessible use.

· Integrate universal design concepts in space planning and wayfinding design.

· Understand universal design concepts relative to Aging in Place and Healthcare paradigms.

· Exercise writing skills, critical thinking, analysis of information and self-expression.
