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Catalog Course Description

Major concepts of accounting and their use in the management of the business firm and in the preparation of corporate financial statements.  Emphasis is placed on understanding accounting terminology and management use of accounting data and reports.

Course Objectives

· Demonstrate an understanding of the terminology and vocabulary of accounting.

· Demonstrate an understanding of financial statements and the processes involved in their preparation.

· Demonstrate the ability to read, analyze, and interpret financial statements.

· Demonstrate knowledge of the generally accepted accounting principles for presenting financial information.

· Demonstrate an understanding of the basic accounting concepts related to assets, liabilities, and equity.

Accounting can be a difficult subject. Students are expected to contribute a significant amount of time outside of the classroom during the quarter.  Students need to spend a minimum of 10 hours per week outside of class.  Many students will need to spend even more time to fully comprehend and appreciate the material.
