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COURSE DESCRIPTION

English 102 is designed to acquaint the student with the process of researching and writing a MAJOR research paper.  The exercises in the course will emphasize the basic types of academic skills and writing practices that contribute to successfully writing MAJOR research papers at the university level and acquaint the student with the fundamental rules of using sources.  

The course will focus on certain skills: active reading, writing paraphrases, summaries, and syntheses, and correctly identifying sources. A semester long research paper [part of a sequence of graded and mandatory exercises] due on the last day of class will test the skills learned in writing paraphrase, summary, and synthesis as well as the ability to cite sources accurately and consistently. The course will begin and end with the major research paper you will write for this course and all the skills you learn will be essential to successfully completing that paper.

COURSE OBJECTIVES

The course is designed to teach the student the rules and methods related to writing successful summaries of research articles, syntheses based on multiple sources, and research papers.  This will entail developing skills in thinking objectively and analytically. The course emphasizes writing mechanically correct Standard Written American English and thinking using the various modes you encountered in English 101--comparison, contrast, definition, directions, process analysis, classification, cause/effect analysis.  

At the end of the course, you should be able to: 

1. Select and research a workable topic in a course (beginning of the course, conferences, mandatory folder [paper trail for research on paper], and paper itself will demonstrate this)
2. Find, understand, and evaluate appropriate sources (articles, books, selections) to be used as support (annotated bibliography, summary of a "major" most used article from the paper, and research paper itself will demonstrate this)
3. Write concise, accurate summaries of articles and chapters in books that you read as part of that research (summary of a "major" article from the paper, annotated bibliography, and research paper itself will demonstrate this)
4. Effectively use synthesis to write paragraphs or sections of a major paper that incorporate (“weave together into an ongoing discussion”) 2 or more works to clarify some independent topic idea/section idea (synthesis essay and research paper will demonstrate this)
5. Write a long, complex research paper that is characterized by UNITY (thesis sentence), COHERENCE (topic sentences), EMPHASIS, and DEVELOPMENT (examples/illustrations/support data) (research paper will demonstrate this) 

6. Write a long, complex research paper that incorporates 6 summaries of substantive, peer reviewed articles (or a combination of peer reviewed articles and chapters in books) as central (“major”) resources and 9 additional reference resources (research paper will demonstrate this)
7. Integrate sources and quotes effectively into the context of paragraphs and the paper as a whole (paraphrases, synthesis, summaries, annotated bibliography, and research paper will demonstrate this)("ongoing discussion of topic")
8. Accurately incorporate quotes, paraphrases, and summaries into the research paper and consistently attribute/cite them to the sources (paraphrases, synthesis, summaries, annotated bibliography, and research paper will demonstrate this)
9. Accurately cite sources in MLA format--both internally and in the works cited page (summaries, annotated bibliography, exercise 33, and research paper will demonstrate this)
10. Know the way to determine what format teachers or other vehicles you may publish in require (accurate use of MLA format in summaries, annotated bibliography, and research paper will demonstrate this)
11. Use Formal Standard Written English correctly (paraphrases, synthesis, summaries, annotated bibliography, and research paper will demonstrate this)
COURSE REQUIREMENTS

In addition to reading assignments (pop quiz extra points) and editing/revising (rough drafts due on the summary, the synthesis, the annotated bibliography, and the research paper), students will be required to submit exercises, assignments, an oral report on the research paper, and a long (2500 - 5000 words--10 to 20 pages) research paper utilizing the skills learned in the course. Additionally, there are 4 MANDATORY appointments with me in the course of the semester.
ROUGH DRAFTS: Drafts of the Summary, Synthesis, Annotated Bibliography, and Research Paper must be submitted, commented on by me, and then returned to you BEFORE you submit the final copy of the paper.  An early draft of your paper should be a discovery and learning experience.  The rough draft that you submit to me should be a subsequent draft of your paper that represents what you learned/discovered in that early draft.  The rough draft should represent the very best work that you can do.  They MUST be complete works, not a segment of the “final” draft or a “this is as far as I have gotten” work (those will merely slow up the process because I will return them until I receive a complete rough draft).  The draft should lift as much of the burden of correction from the peer reviewer’s shoulders and from mine as possible by having been carefully thought out, structured, and proofread.  You are not submitting the draft to me to be proofed, nor are you submitting it to your peer to be “proofed”; you are submitting it to us to be commented on.  If you did not learn how to proof in English 101 or should you need help in learning how to proofread, you should go to the AAP Program (in the modular building across the street from both Eiben Hall and the Mystic Rose Chapel) and ask to be taught how to proofread effectively.  
PEER REVIEWS: The summary, the synthesis, and the research paper are to be peer reviewed.  A form will be handed out (warning: the forms get longer as the course goes on).  A peer review is most valuable in that you are looking at someone else’s paper and using the criteria to make critical and helpful suggestions based on those criteria.  In that way, you begin the process of internalizing the criteria, and integrating standards of structure and content is one of the major goals of this course.  Your peer review should not be insulting: it should instead be helpful and honest.  If it is helpful but often dishonest, you do a disservice to your colleague.  If it is both dishonest and unhelpful (“everything looks wonderful”), the peer review is useless to you and to your colleague.  Remember: honest and helpful criticism.  

A peer review is to be completed with another member of the class, not with a friend or roommate who is not in this section.  That is because that individual will not have a paper that he or she is going to submit to me, and so you cannot review his or her paper, and as I have just said, the peer review is most valuable in the doing, not in the having it done to you.  
COURSE STRUCTURE

The course will begin with the research paper itself—choosing and evaluating topics and learning how to begin researching the topic you submit using sources in the Chaminade Library Catalog and the EBSCO database in the Chaminade Library Research resources. The course will then address how to objectively read and incorporate sources (paraphrase and summary) without claiming credit for what is someone else's, and how to combine sources into an ongoing dialogue in your writing (synthesis).  Finally, the course will address how to accurately cite sources in your work. All the exercises and all the assignments other than the paper itself and the oral report are designed to hone skills you will use in producing a 400 point paper.  Note that even though the paper is 1/3 of the total points in the course, there are all kinds of other exercises where you can earn grades, often just by transcribing an exercise that we have gone over in class the day before.  In this way, and in a number of other ways like extra points, the course is designed for you to do well, not for you to do poorly.  

ATTENDANCE IS REQUIRED – POLICY ENFORCED

Students are expected to be in class and to arrive on time.  You are permitted 3 absences without cost.  Being tardy 2 times will be considered an absence.  Each additional absence will cost you 10 points.  After 5 absences, I will submit a deficiency and you and I need to discuss in an appointment in my office your difficulty in attending or arriving promptly.  After 7 absences, I will recommend you withdraw from the course.  

PLEASE NOTE:

Emergencies will occur.  Briefly contact me and all your other teachers and tell us that an emergency has occurred.  Then take care of what must be done.  Afterwards, assess the situation.  Don't panic and quit the course if you have fallen behind.  Instead, contact me and I will be able to help.  If it is a medical emergency, bring verification from the doctor.  Other kinds of emergencies require different types of evidence and you should contact me as soon as it is possible so we can verify the emergency and make arrangements for you to turn the work in and get back on track in the course.  I bend a long way in this course if you are willing to work hard to catch up.  It is an invaluable course for your success at the University and I want you to do well.  
LATE PAPERS/ASSIGNMENTS
Late papers are assessed a 10% penalty for each class period they are late.  There are dates in the syllabus that indicate the LAST DAY that certain work will be accepted.  Do not be the first to test my resolve. Do not confuse the issue by inaccurately dating your material when you revise it (leaving the date of the rough draft on the final draft for example).  Papers are due at the beginning of the class on the day they are due.  Do NOT spend the class period in the computer lab.  Either have the work ready for class or submit it later in the day (accepting a penalty) to my mailbox in Henry 206.  I want papers on time so I can keep the criteria reasonably stable.  Most of all, I want the papers on time because students who fall behind quickly give up on the course, stop attending, and fail.  
ONE PERIOD extensions without a penalty will be granted by written memo signed by me.  Each extension should specify the date of the next class period as the date of proposed submission of the work. The memo or memos (signed) should be attached to the front of the paper when you submit it.  

Memos are to be typed with your name and the date in the heading.  These are business memos to be OK’d by me and to be retained by you until you submit the paper.  Do not postdate the memo.  

LATE TOPICS/TOPICS CHANGED LATER IN SEMESTER:  Sometimes this leads to difficulties in finding sources and writing the paper, but there have been some notable successes where a student found something that "really" interested him or her and proved to be a more workable topic.  
I want to keep you in the course, but not at the risk of your grade.  If you are chronically late or chronically absent, I will submit a deficiency report.  If you have more than one major emergency and they affect more than one 100 point or more papers, you should talk to me personally so we can discuss whether you need to drop the course. Deficiency reports will be issued if I think you might fail the course or be getting a D. If you are absent for a period of 2 weeks, I will submit an administrative withdrawal for you from the course.  
SUBMISSIONS: 

Some papers simply must be submitted in hard copy form because rough drafts and peer reviews are essential elements of the submission of the paper.  Some papers (Synthesis/Research Paper) require numbers in the margin.  These should be inserted with a pen in the rough drafts and in the final drafts.
