Catalogue Description:  This course introduces the God of the Old Testament and details Israel’s relationship with that God over a two-thousand year journey of faith.  The sacred writings of the Pentateuch, as well as the Prophetic and Wisdom literature of Israel, will be

examined in detail.  An understanding of Israel’s speech about the God who spoke is a worthy

study in itself and an essential theological pre-history for understanding Jesus and Christianity.  

The significance of these sacred texts will be applied to life and religion in the modern world.
Goal:  to introduce the God of Hebrew Scripture and the People Israel’s relationship with that

God over an extended period of time.  The course undertakes critical examination of the sacred writings of Israel in whole and in part.  Study of these ancient scrolls seeks to delineate the abiding character of Israel’s God for a humanity created in God’s image and for a world – challenged with the social construction of reality – to be confronted by the enduring presence of such a God. 
Objectives:

1) to highlight Israel’s God-talk, the world in which that God is present and over which 

that God reigns, a God about which Israel has testimony to give as both witness and 

advocate

2) to trace the people’s journey of faith as evidenced in the events, personalities, parties

and practices of Israel, the memory of which is carried in writings that convey the

revelational & responsorial words and deeds of Israel through her long history of 

salvation

3) to contextualize the faith practice of Israel within the socio-religious realities of other

Ancient Near East peoples and cultures

4) to validate the central themes and motifs of Israel’s liberation through faith as 

enduring realities that speak to the universal human condition in general and 

Christianity in particular

5) to foster critical use and interpretation of the Hebrew Scriptures with regard to

contemporary science and scholarship, biblical theology and interpretation

Requirements:

1) presence & participation in the scheduled classes for this course

2) completion of all assignments & projects as scheduled through the course

3) satisfactory completion of all examinations throughout the semester

Recommendations:

2) research and reading of extra materials relevant to the course
