ACADEMIC REQUIREMENTS

Success in the class requires (1) participation in class, including weekly group discussions, (2) timely completion of answers to 12 assigned questions from the readings; (3) On time completion of Signature Assignment; (4) Passing a mid-term or 6 weekly quizzes with a B or better (5) Passing the final or service learning project with a B or better. 

Be prepared to discuss readings and turn in assigned question on Tuesday of each week; unless otherwise posted, all other assignments are due on Thursdays, including quizzes. Your participation is important in our group discussions, and will be counted in this part of the grade. 

If there is an emergency and you cannot make it to class you must let the instructor know prior to the absence and make arrangements to make up the absence and missed work. Unexcused work may not be made up. 

You must attend at least 90% of the class in order to pass. Special arrangements must be made directly with the instructor if more than 90% (4 1/2 hours) of the class will be missed. In case of illness or family emergency, you may request an "incomplete". You may be asked to make up the class by attending the next time the class is offered, by setting up an individualized program for completing the requirements or through completion of the required work in the time frame specified in the contract. 

ATTENDANCE  (45 points) Points will be given to students who arrive on time and stay the entire session, participate in class discussions, and turn in homework on time. 15 weeks @ 3 points per week.

QUESTIONS FROM READINGS: (12 @ 5 points each) There are 12 assigned questions to answer. Each question should be answered with a minimum 2 page response and should contain content from the chapter as well as your own thoughts. The answers should be written in APA style, 12 point font and double-spaced. You do not need a title page for these answers. 

QUIZZES  (12 @ 5 points each) Quizzes will be in-class at the beginning of class each Thursday except the 1st, the 8th and the 15th weeks of class. You may opt not to take the quizzes if you prefer to take the mid-term and final. If you have a B or better on the cumulative total of your quizzes you may waive the mid-term and/or final.

MID-TERM  (30 points) The mid-term is a 6-8 page paper with a question that asks you to synthesize information from chapters 1-8. Mid-Terms must be written in APA style, 12 point font, double spaced, with citations and references in appropriate APA style. Writing quality must meet at least a 4 on the University Writing Rubric in order to pass. Mid-Term may be waived if 1st six quiz grades equal a B or better. 

FINAL  (30 points) The Final is a 6-8 page paper with a question that asks you to synthesize information from chapters 9-15. Finals must be written in APA style, 12 point font, double spaced, and with citations and references in appropriate APA style, 12 point font, double spaced, with citations and references in appropriate APA style. Writing quality must meet at least a 4 on the university writing rubric in order to pass. Final may be waived if 2nd six Quiz grades equal a B or better.
