MAPT / MAPL ECCLESIOLOGY:  Study of the nature and mission of the church, with an

emphasis on Catholic perspectives.  Topics include the church as mystery, models of the church,

ecumenism, authority, laity and the church-world relationship.

Goal:
To undertake a theological study of the church from both a historical and contemporary 

perspective.  Consideration will be given to the genesis and development of the church, 

its nature and mission, through examination of biblical data, theo-historical documentation of church theory and praxis, and analysis of the manifold range of issues pertinent to contemporary ecclesial reality.  This course in ecclesiology will interface with church history, Christology, soteriology, sacramentology, missiology, eschatology, ecumenism 

and spirituality.  The cumulative effort will be towards formation of an ecclesiological vision that advances both pastoral theology and leadership. 

Objectives:

1) to articulate an ecclesiology that integrates the church’s theological identity and mission

as a living faith tradition now in its third millennium

2) to survey the development of church belief and practice as constituted in the various eras and epochs of church history

3) to highlight those individuals and groups that have had the greatest impact on and within

the life of the church, with attention given to both their agendas and their fate

4) to address the contemporary situation of the church through comparative analysis of

pre-& post-Vatican II churches in terms of operative mentality regarding self and world

5) to identify, contextualize and address current theological challenges to the life and future

of the church in light of the advancing horizon named kingdom of God

Requirements:
1) presence & participation in classroom sessions

2) satisfactory completion of course projects

3) submission of  2 page reaction paper for class sessions 1 through 9 

& submission of a 10 page course paper on some theological matter related to the church

Recommendations:
