 Assignments: Points will be deducted for any late assignments.  If for some reason an assignment is going to be late please e-mail the instructor ASAP.

Participation/Responses: Students will be evaluated on their participation in class by replying a half page in length feedback to at least one other classmate per week per discussion question.

Weekly articles: These are articles that you can find online, in the newspaper, journals, magazines, etc. on the topic we are covering for the week. You need to find one article a week and print one for each person in the class. When we meet in class we will exchange articles for your portfolios. This helps all of you create a wonderful reference section for your portfolio. I will check the second class meeting for the first five articles for grades. The last four articles will be due the last meeting and will be graded after you put them in your portfolio. Please make sure to be on time for the last class meeting. Portfolios will be graded that evening as well as your presentation. 

Weekly Discussions: Each week there will be a discussion question posted. Please make sure to write a one page response to the question. 

Observation/Assessment: Students will observe an early childhood school of their choice. During this observation the student will observe the facility of the school as well as what types of assessment tools the school uses for their students progress. Please look on Web-Ct under "course contents" for outline.

Curriculum/Lesson Plan: The students will create a lesson/ curriculum plan on a topic of their choice that relates to early childhood education. (Please follow format located in course contents on Web-Ct). The last day of class you will present this lesson to everyone in class as part of your final. You are also required to make a copy of your lesson plan for each person in the class to be put in the portfolio. Please make sure to be on time for the last class meeting. 

The Portfolio: is made to hold all your weekly reflections, responses, weekly articles, observation, lesson plans from all the students, and your final paper. You put it all of this in a binder labeled in sections. Having a portfolio is a great reference for you as an educator to have and a must for your CDA.
