Course Description

This course focuses on the planning and implementing of gifted programs in both public and private school settings for pull-out and inclusive classrooms.  The areas of concentration are assessing school needs, identification procedures, program planning, and formative and summative evaluation of programs.  Students will also review the relevant literature of current issues of debate regarding gifted programs in America.  This course covers how the term “gifted students” has been constructed and used, the components of various kinds of programs for gifted students, the range of alternatives related to various program components, the needs of students in a particular setting, the current and enduring issues and problems in policy and practice related to gifted education, and the various innovative and emerging approaches to meeting the educational needs of students traditionally labeled gifted.

Weekly assignments:  Weekly assignments are due Friday, midnight, Hawaii-time of each week, up until week #9.  You must post a response to at least one of your classmate’s assignments by Sunday, midnight, Hawaii-time of that same week.  There is no weekly assignment for week #10, when your final exam is due.  Each assignment is worth five points toward your total grade of 100 points and a weekly response grade of up to two points is given for a response to one of your classmate’s assignments.  Please make sure you use references to the text and your readings in your answers to receive full points.  You will NOT receive full credit for your answers unless you reference some of your readings in your answer.  I will be grading them based on your interpretation of how you would apply a skill or concept and what theory you got it from in your readings.  Each assignment will require you to be prepared by doing the assigned readings, and/or researching other materials on the internet.  Group discussions are integral to the learning community and to your cooperative learning.  We will be designing and discussing challenging activities and ideas for your ideal gifted program in whatever learning community you teach in- private, public, pull-out, and inclusive.  Please submit your assignments with your first initial and last names as well as the week # in your title line of that discussion week.  Example: JDoe Week #1 Assignment.  Incorrectly posting to a different week or with correct title may result in lost points.  Do NOT attach your weekly assignments as not everyone can open attachments.  Please copy and paste them to your weekly discussion section AFTER you have edited it.
Final Exam: Your final exam is the culmination of your ideas and exposure to and of the various gifted programs and is worth 37 pts toward your final grade.  You are to design your own gifted program in whatever you learning community or situation you like.  It can be real or made-up.  For this project, you would tell me what you would do AND what theory or rationale you made these decisions from.  It would include:
1. A description of the setting (school, district, classroom, students, demographics)

2. Program goals and criteria for those that fit your definition of giftedness and criteria for gifted teachers, mission statement for gifted program.  Please state clearly your definition of the gifted, where it comes from, and how your program goals relate to this definition.
3. Your needs assessment- what does your school or learning community need?  What type of population is it serving?  Please include what methods or instruments you would use to gather your information on what types of services this particular school would need.  How will your needs assessment answer the above questions?
4. Your identification procedures- each procedure should have a discussion of the rationale for using it with a theory attached to it.  What are you going to use to identify those students who are gifted and why?  Use specific research or rationale when discussing this.
5. A short description of the gifted curriculum- this can be a short description of what type of teaching you might use with the gifted and how it might be differentiated from the regular classroom, although this is not the main focus of this course and should therefore be short.  Are you enriching, acceleration, or using various types of creative learning or skills training? Whose models are you using, Gardner? Sternberg? Renzulli? VanTassel Baska? Others?  Several models or just one?  And why?
6. A plan for how you would accommodate for issues of diversity- learning styles, multiple intelligences, ethnicity, gender, etc.  This is a description of how you would address these issues in your program.  Please use research theories here in addition to your own ideas.
7. Your summative and formative assessments and plan for evaluating the efficacy of the program.  How will you know if your program is effective in meeting its stated goals?  Please give a description of what you are using to measure how well your program works, both on a daily or weekly basis and at the start and end of each school year.  
You may turn in a written paper with examples of rubrics, identification scales, etc.  Papers should be written in standard APA format with correctly written textual citations and reference and should be well-organized and concise.  It should be written in 12pt font, with double-spacing and one inch margins all around.  The expectation for this 37 pt paper is approximately ten pages, 12 point font, double-spaced, one inch margins and should include at least six different sources (not internet, but specifically published journal articles- use ERIC- your textbook can be ONE source) and be composed of at least four different theories from your readings specifically on the gifted to justify your rationale.  This paper is due on the last day of class, Sunday of week #10.  This paper cannot be accepted late as grades are due the week after the paper’s due date so please plan accordingly.  As I have outlined all of the expectations of each part of this paper, I expect that none of its components will be missing and that your thoughts on how your program will work will be thoroughly supported by research and theories that you have read about regarding the gifted and programs for the gifted.  Please email is paper to me via WEBCT as a Word document, not WordPerfect as I cannot open WordPerfect.  If you have nothing else besides WordPerfect, please copy and paste it to an email to me via WEBCT.
