Course Description 

Private lessons in beginning ukulele, covering 12 weeks of 45 minute sessions.  Course content will include basic music reading, knowledge of ukulele chords and  fretboard, and technique.  There are no prerequisites.

Course Goals 

By the end of this course, students will be able to 

· Read melody line in both standard notation and tablature.

· Play simple solo arrangement with melody and chords

· Participate in group performance at end-of-semester recital.

Materials

· Student must supply own ukulele, and should bring it to the first  class session.
· An electronic tuner (preferred) or pitch pipe is also recommended, but not required. 
· Instructor will provide music sheets, chord charts, and other printed material.  
· Optional chord reference book  (“Treasury of Ukulele Chords” by Roy Sakuma”) can be found  in local book stores.
· A good supplementary beginning book ( “How to Play the Hawaiian Ukulele: 10 Easy Lessons” ) is available in local bookstores or online at Amazon.com.  Book is not required for class; but may be helpful for absolute beginners.

Attendance and Practice

· No make-up lessons will be given for any reason other than illness. Please give 24- hr advance notice of any absence.  Student must attend the end-of-semester music recital and participate in the group performance.   Time and date will be announced later.

· Student should practice at least 30 minutes daily, to get the maximum benefit from lessons. Your progress depends on the amount of time and effort you can devote to the instrument.

Grading

· Grading will be on a letter grading basis.  Attendance will count for 40% of grade, with 20% each from student’s  improvement, mid-term quiz,  and final exam performance.

· Participation in group performance at recital will serve as your final exam.  If you choose not to play in the recital, you must play a solo song for your final grade on the last day of class.

· Each unexcused absence will lower the letter grade by one letter.

· Four or more unexcused absences  will  result in a failing grade.

· Failure to attend the end-of-semester recital will result in a “no credit” grade.
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
